What are Paczki?

Paczki, pronounced “Punch-key” or “Poonch-key”,
are sugar-coared, glazed or iced pastries that are

filled to the point of bursting with fruit or cream filling.

They are a richer dough and larger in size than
donuts. Paczki Day falls on Fat Tuesday, the day
before Lent. It began long ago in Polish households
as a way to use up shortening, eggs and preserves
before the 40 days of Lent began. Today, the
Paczki tradition continues as a last-minute
indulgence before the Lenten fast begins.

Reflection

On Personal Mission Statements, and Touching Someone

A friend and | were talking the other day about per-
sonal mission statements. Maybe | was inspired by
Jerry Maguire--or maybe by something else--but
when | took an eight-year plus sabbatical from the
conventional workplace to care for my father after
Mom died, | drafted one of my own. My personal
mission statement had nothing to do with the
corporate world I'd left, however (and to which |
subsequently returned). Instead, it had to do with the
world I'd immersed myself into then, especially after
Pop passed away and before the money ran out.
Since | was establishing myself as a writer at that
time, | drafted a personal mission statement for my
writerly self. | carried it with me in my wallet for years.
At least until the paper it was written on yellowed and
cracked because of the many times | held it in my
hands. Now | keep it in my dresser drawer, but the
words mean as much to me as ever...

THE PERSONAL MISSION STATEMENT OF JOHN
B. REYNOLDS: To write stories of life. To deliver the
Jesus message. To touch hearts and souls. OK.

Counting the book | had published several years ago,
the second book | wrote that didn’t find a publisher,
the Christmas book | wrote that I still think can make it
someday (despite what the publishers say...), my
Catholic News Service, Senior Connection and
Chicago Tribune essays, the poetry placed here and
there (and the volumes of poetry placed nowhere at
all), countless miscellaneous writings, and this weekly
column now in its sixteenth year, I've cranked out
maybe a million words. I've missed my personal
mission statement mark often, but I've tried to stay
true to it, as simple as it is. And as simple as it is, |
especially embrace its final element. Why? Because |
understand that nothing | write--nothing any writer
writes--is ever really finished until it touches a reader
out in the world somewhere. If it ever does.

But we immediately see the effect of touch today
when a leper approaches Jesus saying, “If you wish it,
you can make me clean.”

Christ cures the man, but precisely how he does so is
critical. He doesn’t just will it. Instead, he “stretched
out his hand, touched him,” and in so doing, made the
man clean. And remember last week when Jesus
cured Simon’s mother-in-law by grasping her hand--
by touching her--and helping her up? We all long for
Christ’s healing touch, yes, but we’re called in turn to
imitate Jesus, to touch one another, to help one
another up. Per Stephen King in his memoir of the
craft, writing “is about enriching the lives of those who
will read your work, and enriching your own life as
well.” If the same notion applies to following Christ’s
call, then the mission statement for my writerly self
works in like fashion as a mission statement for my
disciple self: To deliver the Jesus message. To touch
hearts and souls. Of course, I've missed this mark
often, too, but personal mission statements are
important--
even when
we fail them-
-because
they ever
point us
toward our
very best
selves. Jerry
Maguire
thought so,
anyway. And
sodol.
