Lenten Offerings

LENTEN REGULATIONS

Abstinence from meat is to be observed by all Catholics
14 years old and older on Ash Wednesday and on all
Fridays of Lent.

Fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesday by all
Catholics who are 18 years of age but not yet 59. Those
who are bound by this may take only one full meal. Two
smaller meals are permitted if necessary to maintain
strength according to one’s needs, but eating solid foods
between meals is not permitted.

The special Paschal fast and abstinence are prescribed
for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy Saturday.

By the threefold discipline of fasting, almsgiving and
prayer the Church keeps Lent from Ash Wednesday
until the evening of Holy Thursday. All of the faithful
and the catechumens should undertake serious practice
of these three traditions. Failure to observe any peniten-
tial days at all or a substantial number of such days must
be considered serious.

On Super Heroes, Midnight in Paris and a Bigger Reality

| always enjoy overhearing those conversations
between kids--big and small--that often begin some-
thing like, “Who do you think has cooler gadgets:
Batman or James Bond?” Or “Who do you think is
smarter: Superman or the Green Hornet?” | have my
theories on both of these, the details of which | won’t
pursue at the moment.

your mat, and go home.” Perhaps we all get hung up
on specificity, losing track of a bigger reality. The
Gospel concludes with the paralytic walking home
and the crowds saying, “We have never seen
anything like this.” None of us have. By faith we
embrace the Christ and--with all our human frailties--
we do our best to emulate him. Everything else is just
details: fun to ponder, but inconsequential, | believe,
in the end.
