Reflection

On Flooded Basements, and Dealing With Demons

My son was home from up north recently and his
mother took advantage of the visit by putting us both
to work moving furniture. She told us that one piece
needed to go from the basement to the second floor,
and that two pieces needed to go from the second
floor to the basement. OK. | have a rule of thumb
about moving furniture that | developed about thirty
years ago now: when it's time to move the couch, be
in the bathroom. The rule didn’t apply in this case
since Gail had us moving a desk, a dresser, and a
chest of drawers, so | jumped at the assignment with-
out giving the bathroom a second thought. | figured
the sooner | began, the sooner I'd be finished.

And Paul was right there with me.

Carrying the desk from
low to high was easy
enough, as it was a small,
inexpensive model without
much heft. Carrying the JA
dresser from high to low E
was challenging, however,
as it was a much more
substantial piece. Paul
and | were in mid-schlep
when he asked, “Where
are we putting this,
anyway?” | wasn’t sure, but Gail was. “Against the
wall at the far end of the basement,” she said.
Knowing that in the past we had a big old cardboard
wardrobe against that wall, Paul said in turn, “...which
is now conveniently open because of the flood.” Ah,
the flood!

It hit this past summer following some record rains
when we were out of the country, and due to illness
and business travel, | didn’t get to the clean-up right
away.

And the unclean spirit
does. We all have
demons, but sometimes |
think our demons are like
the old boxes in our base-
ment. We make peace with them. We cling to them
because it's easier to do so than it is to deal with
them.

Indeed, perhaps we even find comfort in knowing that
we can reach out to them if we feel the need. And yet,
God, it feels good to be rid of them! | can’t do
anything about anybody’s old boxes in the basement
except my own, but | can encourage all of us to turn
over the demons in our lives to Jesus. He can deal
with them so much better than we can. And if we ask
him, he will.
