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Best voices. I came upon the term about fifteen years 
ago, and in my memory at least, it refers to both the 
internal and external voices that guide us through life. 
Conscience? Sure. Conscience has a part in my best 
voices. God the Father? God the Son? God the Holy 
Spirit? Yea, they are all part of my best voices, but 
they seem to run silent a good part of the time. My 
wife? Absolutely. She’s been one of my best voices 
for over thirty years now, and 
her voice has never faltered. 
My sister Mary? Yes, regularly. 
My brother Jim? Sometimes. 
Mom and Pop were key best 
voices for me in my teen and 
early adult years, and they    
remained so right up until they 
died. And while I still hear their 
best voices--and occasionally 
as clearly as ever--they are just 
not as audible as they used to 
be. Some priests and deacons I 
know have been excellent best 
voices for me over the years, 
too, and given today’s readings, 
these are the guys I’m thinking 
of at the moment.  

A priest years ago helped me 
deal with my mother’s          
unexpected death, then my father’s passing that we 
all knew was just a matter of time. And two years  
before my father died, another priest helped me deal 
with my guilt over leaving Dad alone for the few   
seconds it took him to get out of his wheelchair, fall, 
and break his hip. A priest encouraged me to start 
writing this weekly column back in the mid-90’s.     
Another priest supported me in my grad school      
admission process. And a priest I didn’t even know 
helped me forgive myself for a past transgression 

that weighed heavily on me for a while. A deacon        
counseled me to refuse a writing assignment that I’d 
committed to because the assignment ran contrary to 
who I am and what I believe. Another deacon helped 
me find clarity on a social justice   issue that was 
troubling me years ago. A deacon is currently helping 
me deal with a troubling family matter. And in all 
cases, the clerics’ best voices helped me by pointing 

me in God’s direction. 

In today’s first reading, it takes Eli 
three tries to understand that the 
Lord is calling Samuel. “Here I 
am,” the youth says to his elder         
repeatedly. Finally Eli gets it,     
saying, “Go to sleep, and if you 
are called, reply, ‘Speak, Lord, for 
you servant is listening.’” The  
advise works, and as Samuel 
grows up, the Lord is with him. In 
the Gospel, Jesus is so           
inconsequential in appearance 
that John’s two disciples don’t 
even notice him until the Baptist, 
watching Jesus walk by, says, 
“Behold, the Lamb of God.” And 
when the two hear this, they    
follow Jesus in turn. Best voices 

lead us, guide us, show us the 
way. I’ve been blessed to have several in my life 
over the years. Which is not to say that I’ve always 
heeded my own best voices. Thinking that they don’t 
understand me, or thinking that I flat-out know better, 
or thinking that just this once won’t hurt, I have shut 
out my best voices sometimes, and these times have 
always landed me in a bad way. Best voices--be they 
internal or external, ordained or lay--can point us to 
the Christ. We should listen to them.
