Bog odpowiada na pragnienie tych, ktérzy pragng Go spotkac. Czesto jednak jestesmy niecierpliwi i chcemy doswiadcza¢ Jego obecnosci bez przygotowania. Symeon i Anna cate lata
przygotowywali sie na spotkanie z Nim. Nie oznacza to jednak, ze Bog byt nieobecnym w tym okresie w ich Zyciu. On zawsze jest z nami, ale bysmy mogli to dostrzec, potrzebujemy
gtebokiej przemiany.

Kiedy jednak zastanawimy
sie nad odzywianiem Jezusa przychodza do glowy
stowa ‘umiar i funkcjonalno$¢'. Nie wiemy z Ewangelii,
co doktadnie jadt Jezus, mozemy jednak podejrzewac,
ze tak jak wieksza cze$¢ spoteczenstwa zywit sie
chlebem, rybami i warzywami, a na przyjeciach pit wino
zmieszane z woda. Dzi$ spora cze$¢ dietetykow
zacheca do jedzenia przede wszystkim warzyw i ryb,
zmniejszenia ilosci migsa, niejedzenia rzeczy przetwor-
zonych oraz rezygnacji z duzych ilosci alkoholu.
Fascynujace jest to, ze prawdopodobnie doktadnie tak
zywit sig Jezus... i traktowat jedzenie funkcjonalnie—
miato Mu ono dodac sit w Jego wedrowce...

3. Ruszaj sie: Zdumiewajacy byt sposéb zycia Jezusa.
Kiedy uwaznie przesledzimy Jego codziennos$¢ widziny,
ze pokonywat On solidng porcje kilometréw pieszo. To
nie mogt by¢ facet z duzym brzuchem, podkrazonymi
oczami i bélem plecow! Jego rzeczywisto$¢ zmusita go
do aktywnosci i ruchu, co w potaczeniu z odzywianiem

w duchu umiaru prawdopodobnie sprawito, ze byt
wysportowany i zdrowy...

4. Odpoczywaj: Zyjemy w czasach, gdy z jakiego$
nieokreslonego powodu pracuije si¢ duzo, a odpoczywa
mato. W czasach, gdy gonitwa jest normalna, spotkanie
ze znajomymi wymaga zapisywania z wyprzedzeniem w
kalendarzu, nie ma zbyt wiele przestrzeni na spontan-
iczne akcje. Ostatecznie nie ma tez zbyt wiele czasu na
odpoczynek i zwyczajne bycie w ‘tu i teraz'... Wcza-
sach Jezusa wesela trwaty kilka dni — co w takim razie
dziato sie wtedy z pracq? Czy brano tygodniowy urlop
tylko z powodu wesela? Chyba w tamtych czasach
inaczej podchodzito si¢ do spedzania czasu: pewne
rytuaty byly wazne i cenne, liczyto sie wspdine bycie,
byto duzo mniej ‘rozpraszaczy’, presji na sukces i zysk.
Niech to stanie si¢ i naszym udziatem... Poza tym
Jezus zachecat swoich uczniéw do odpoczynku —
musiat wiec rozumie¢, ze bez tego nie ma twérczego,
kreatywnego dziatania...

5. Miej czas na relacje: Kiedy przesledzi si¢ Ewangelie
mozna dostrzec, ze Jezus spedzat duzo czasu z ludzmi.
Czynit to na rézne sposoby: nauczajac, uzdrawiajac,
odwiedzajac bliskich, ucztujgc. To dla nas potezna
lekcja, jak wazne jest bycie z ludzmi, rozmawianie z
nimi, pomaganie im czy w koricu zwykly relaks i od-
poczynek w ich towarzystwie. Badz zatem blisko ludzi
jak Jezus...

6. Okreslaj cele i podejmuj decyzje: Jezus jest
najbardziej zogniskowanym na celu cztowiekiem $wiata.
Wiedziat, po co sie narodzit, znat swojg misje na tym
Swiecie, byt zdeterminowany i nie cofnaf sig az do
samego konca... Miat jeden, precyzyjny cel — zbawi¢
ludzkosé... Swiadom swojego celu wszystkie decyzje
podejmowat w zgodzie z tym celem... Z pewnoscig w
Jego ‘harmonogramie dziatar’ nie byto marnowania
czasu, zbednych czynnosci, pracoholizmu czy
prokrastynacji. Jezus uczy nas przez to, ze szalenie
wazne jest, by by¢ $wiadomym, po co sie w ogdle zyje.
Jaki jest Twoj cel zycia? Jaka jest Twoja misja? Jakie
decyzje potrzebujesz podjaé, by zblizy¢ sie do realizacji
celu? Jasne, ze Twoje zycie juz zawsze moze by¢
pomysinym lub mniej pomysinym zbiegiem
okolicznosci. Czy jednak dar zycia, ktéry otrzymalismy
od Boga, nie zobowigzuje nas do $wiadomego kiero-
wania swojq drogq? Pamigtaj by nie zmienia¢ siebie z
przymusu, poczucia winy czy motywacji kompleksami.
Raczej niech Jezus zainspiruje Cie do tego, by zy¢ tak
jak On. Gdy bedziesz miat takie pragnienie, On z catg
pewnoscig wesprze Cie w zmianie, a na koficu roku
2018 zobaczysz realne efekty. Powodzenia...
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
