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Second Homily 
 
Dear Parish Family of St. Thomas, 
 
October is "Respect Life" month in the Catholic Church.  It is a reminder and challenge to all 
of us to welcome, respect and protect life.  It affirms our own personal responsibility to love 
God and others and to protect the most vulnerable among us—especially the elderly.  We 
need to keep in our prayers today and this entire month all who have grown old—elderly  

parents, grandparents, Godparents and especially those who are alone or in pain in Nursing Homes.  We 
must continue to bring them God's hope and peace and love through the gift of our presence and prayers.   
 
Today, we welcome the Little Sisters of the Poor who will be speaking at all of the Masses this weekend.  We 
especially welcome Sister Christina—who is better known as the "begging Sister."  The Little Sisters have 
dedicated their lives to caring for the needy elderly at St. Joseph's Home right here in Palatine.  The Little  
Sisters are seeking our prayerful and financial support of their very important Ministry to the Elderly.  Thank 
you for your generosity in today's special second collection.  
 
This year, the Little Sisters of the Poor are celebrating their 150th Anniversary of their arrival in the United 
States of America.

• STEWARDSHIP: the recognition that life and all other goods are gifts from God and should therefore 
be used responsibly for the good of all; trust in God’s Providence and the generosity of others to            
provide for our needs; just compensation for our collaborators; a spirit of gratitude and sharing. 

 
The Little Sisters of the Poor truly believe that the elderly are our greatest treasures.  They welcome the    
elderly as Jesus Christ Himself and serve them with love and respect until God calls them home.  Pray       
especially today for all of the residents and Sisters and staff at St. Joseph's Home for the Elderly.

FROM OUR SEMINARIAN, ANDY 

Parish Family-  
 
In this month of October, we observe Respect Life 
Month. We as a Church recall the fundamental human 
dignity that each person is given through being made in 
the image and likeness of God (cf. Genesis 1:27). Due to 
this inherent dignity of the person, every human being 
has the right to life, to thrive, to grow, to love and to be loved. However,          
Respect Life Month deals not only with the issues of aborƟon and treatment 
for the elderly. Respect Life Month deals with how humans are to be treated 
in their totality, at every moment, from womb to tomb.  
 
As a culture, there has been a serious decrease in respect for life in many 
forms. When a person is not treated with love, reverence and dignity, their 
life is not respected or valued. Forms of this injusƟce are becoming all too 
popular in our news cycles. The sex abuse crisis in our Church, the objecƟfica-
Ɵon of people as objects for pleasure, the #MeToo movement, the increase in 
aborƟon and assisted suicide, cyber bullying, racism, inhumane treatment of 
immigrants and refugees, lack of basic healthcare, unjust wages and working 
condiƟons, and a decrease in concern for the protecƟon of the environment 
are all results of a culture that has lost its respect and dignity for life.

Dla ówczesnego świata, na mocy układów jałtańskich z 1945 roku podzielonego na dwie 
strefy wpływów, których symbolem stała się słynna ‘żelazna kurtyna’, otworzyła się nowa 
perspektywa szans i możliwości. 
 
Dla naszego Narodu, zniewolonego ciężarem komunizmu, rozbłysło wówczas światło nad-
ziei… Papież Polak niósł z sobą nadzieję na wyrwanie się z systemu nienawiści i nies-
prawiedliwości, z ograniczeń wolności osobistej, społecznej i narodowej, z braku wolności 
słowa. Widziano w nim spełnienie się zapowiedzi Juliusza Słowackiego o Słowiańskim Pa-
