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Dear Parish Family of St. Thomas,

First of all, | want to thank all of our Parishioners who were present on Thursday, November
29 at St. Colette's Church for the announcement of the Cardinal's decision. Of the four
Parishes present, St. Thomas of Villanova had the biggest number of attendees. We were
proud of you.

Secondly, | would like to again thank the Parishioners who are on the "Renew My Church" Committee—John
Breit, Mary Brinkman, Theresa Hubert, Jane Murguia, Steve Korney, Father Marcin, Celeste Kerr (who has
since stepped down) and Mike Nix (who has now replaced Celeste.) This Committee worked very hard and
very many hours and attended many meetings and they should be applauded for their dedication to the future
of St. Thomas of Villanova Parish. If anything, when we submitted our proposals last May, we thought we
knew what the final decisions would be.

Thirdly, | would like to share with you that none of us knew what the Cardinal's decision was until that after-
noon. The Archdiocesan officials—Bishop Alberto Rojas and Fr. Jason Malave—met with the Pastors and
the Pastoral Staffs of our Palmeadow Heights Grouping at 4:30pm. Then, they met with the "Renew My
Church" Committees at 6:00pm—followed by the meeting with the Parishioners from all four parishes at
7:00pm. | would like to share with all of you the decision statement which was announced, handed out and
discussed that evening:

"The Archdiocese of Chicago has provided the following update on the PalMeadow Heights
Renew My Church parish grouping, which includes Misién San Juan Diego (Arlington Heights),
St. Colette Parish and School (Rolling Meadows), St. Theresa Parish and School (Palatine) and
St. Thomas of Villanova Parish and School (Palatine).

The PalMeadow Heights grouping began the review and discernment process in the Spring of
2018. The Grouping Feedback and Discernment Team, which was made up of representatives
from each of the parishes, met to review and discern the future church, parish and school
structures for these communities in Arlington Heights, Palatine, and Rolling Meadows. Based on
their meetings and discussions with the larger parish community, they submitted a report for the
Archdiocesan Standards and Recommendations Commission, which included representatives
from across the Archdiocese.

The Commission met to review the feedback report and other materials and information,
including demographic data, financial summaries, and parish and grouping trends.

Cardinal Blase J. Cupich, Archbishop of Chicago, and the Archdiocesan Presbyteral Council
recently met to discuss the Commission’s recommendation and other considerations. Based on
that meeting, the Council raised additional questions that require additional time to allow for more
discussion and discernment regarding the right future for this grouping. The Renew My Church
team, with Bishop Rojas, and the vicariate team will re-engage the parish communities for further
consultation. A decision regarding these parishes is expected no sooner than mid-January.

As previously communicated in September 2018 by the pastors of the grouping, with regards to
schools, it was determined that the three schools would be given a period of two years — subject
to hitting certain minimum benchmarks - to pursue independent plans for growth and vitality after




which the three schools will come together again (in October 2020) to discuss the best way
forward. In two years, the new process to determine a way forward for schools would allow
ample time for the communities of all four parishes to provide input. As always, the goal of any
future discussions of our schools is to make sure we provide a strong and sustainable Catholic
education option for our collective communities.”

Needless to say, all of those present were very disappointed that our proposal was rejected primarily by the
Presbyteral Council. The Presbyteral Council is one of the primary consultative bodies for the Cardinal and
especially for the "Renew My Church" Program. The two issues which they would like us to focus on and
resolve are: (1) With the current and increasing shortage of priests, can the Priest Placement Board come up
with three new Pastors? (St. Colette's Pastor is on a medical leave and not returning there. Mision San Juan
Diego's Pastor is also on a leave. And, | will be retiring in June.) They recommended our four Parish
grouping needs to be reduced to three Pastors. (2) Mision San Juan Diego has outgrown their campus and
needs more space! (Remember, for years now, they have used our Education Building for their Religious
Education Program and they also utilize our facilities for retreats and other Parish events.)

Our four Parish "Renew My Church" Committees, while frustrated are determined to seek appropriate
proposals and resolution of the issues for the Archdiocese of Chicago. Our next step is for the two Pastors
(St. Theresa and us) and the two Administrators (St. Colette and Mision San Juan Diego) to meet with the
Archdiocese to thoroughly comprehend the issues and then, to reconvene the "Renew My Church" Parish
Committees for new and additional proposals. The Archdiocese wants our new proposals by January 15!
Needless to say, all of the Committees feel this deadline is unrealistic. So, please, pray for wisdom and
grace for us. | will keep you posted as to our progress and development.

All of our Parishioners are invited to a special Christmas Open House at St Joseph's Home for the Elderly.
This takes place today, Sunday, December 9, from 2pm until 4pm. The Little Sisters of the Poor and the
Residents would love to see you. They will have about a dozen Christmas trees decorated by professionals.
Each tree is unique and different. For example, last year one tree was decorated with tea pots from around
the world; another one had a Nutcracker theme, and another one was decorated with plenty of "Santa"
ornaments. There will also be cookies, s'mores and hot chocolate for all. So bring the kids and grandkids.
See you there at 2pm!

As our Advent journey continues, we are invited to spend more time in daily prayer and to seek to bring God's
hope and love to others. We need to continue to prepare ourselves for the soon-to-be new born Christ child.

ON EL PASO ADVENTURES, AND THE 2nd SUNDAY OF ADVENT

So | traveled to El Paso not long ago
on a business assignment. The
connecting flights getting me there
were uneventful. Everything was
going quite well, in fact, until | sat
behind the wheel of the Avis rental
car, a dark grey Jeep Renegade. My
confusion began when | tried to start
it. Let me say up front that I've rented
a hundred cars over the years if I've
rented one, and | typically have no
problems. This one, though, was one
of those keyless models and these are
still new to me, so it took me a mi-
nute or two to figure out how to actu-
ally turn the engine over. And when |
did...well...when | did, | discovered
that the new things were still coming.

Because that’s when | found that the
hazard lights were on, the radio was
on, and the rear wiper was on. Now in
my car, I'd have turned these things
off in a heartbeat, but this was my
first time in a Jeep Renegade, and it
had way more stuff on the dashboard
than | needed (or in that moment,
wanted). Which is probably why it
took me another minute or two sitting
there with the Jeep running to find
the controls to shut everything down.
And when | was finally ready to pull
away, it took me another minute to
figure out how to navigate the side-
view mirror controls. Oh. And when |
got to the Best Western in Anthony,
TX, | couldn’t figure out the card entry
into my room...

| think about all of this now because |
attended my Holy Name Society’s
Morning of Recollection the other
day, and our speaker stressed the im-
portance of establishing a prayer regi-
men, which is also something new to
me. Oh, | say “Thank you, Lord” for
this and that many times throughout

the day, and | say “Thank you, Lord”
specifically for the new day in the
morning, but a structured prayer
regimen is new for me in the sense
that when I've tried this in the past, it
hasn’t lasted long. A guy at work told
me once that people don’t like
change because it forces them into a
new way of thinking, and this can be
hard. I'll be honest with you: | haven’t
done well with this one in times prior.

And it’s not so much that I've con-
sciously given up my prayer routine in
the past as I've just gotten busy and
let it slip away. Hence, increased
discipline is perhaps the new thing |
need to embrace. “C’'mon, John. You
figured out the rental car in El Paso;
you can figure out prayer time, too...”
Our speaker said to make a reasona-
ble plan, and to stick with it. | know
it’s in me to do better here. More so, |
know who put it in me to do better,
so | take encouragement in Paul’s
letter today: “I am confident of this,
that the one who began a good work
in you will continue to complete it
until the day of Christ Jesus.” All
things in God’s time, of course, but if--
as recorded in the Gospel--the word
of God really did come to John the
Baptist “in the fifteenth year of the
reign of Tiberius Caesar, when Pontius
Pilate was governor of Judea, and
Herod was tetrarch of Galilee, and his
brother Philip tetrarch of the region
of lturaea and Trachonitis, and Lysani-
as was tetrarch of Abilene, during the
high priesthood of Annas and
Caiaphas,” then this second Sunday
of Advent in the Year of our Lord 2018
may just be my time for something
new. And permanent.

Niepokalane Poczecie Maryi, ktérego
uroczystos¢ obchodzimy w liturgii 8. grudnia,
czesto bywa mylone z Jej dziewiczym
macierzynstwem. To pierwsza sprawa, ktora
warto wyjasnic.

Swietujemy nie to, ze Maryja poczeta i
urodzita Jezusa, bedac i pozostajac dziewica.
Chodzi o co$ innego. A mianowicie o to, ze Bdg,
wybierajac Ja jeszcze przed Jej urodzeniem na
Matke swojego Syna, przygotowat Jg do tej roli,
pozwalajac Jej poczac sie i urodzic¢ bez ob-
cigzenia grzechem pierworodnym.

Petna taski

Nie znaczy to, ze Maryja byta pozbawiona
jakiejs czesci ludzkiego doswiadczenia, czy
bagazu cztowieczej natury. Bdg Jej niczego nie
odjat. Wrecz przeciwnie. Mozna powiedzie¢, ze
od czaséw Adama i Ewy byta pierwszym
petnym cztowiekiem. Grzech jest w nas
pewnym brakiem. Grzech pierworodny to rana,
pekniecie w naturze, z ktérym sie rodzimy. W
Niej tego braku nie byto.

Byta i pozostata petna — Petna taski — bo
miata stac sie Matka Tego, ktory jest w petni
Bogiem i w petni cztowiekiem. By Jezus — tak
jak od Ojca otrzymat petnie bostwa — tak po
Matce mégt odziedziczy¢ petne,
‘niewybrakowane’ grzechem cztowieczenstwo.

Nie znaczy to, ze Maryi nie dotyczyt prob-
lem grzechu pierworodnego i ze nie potrze-
bowata odkupienia. Ta petnia uzdrowionego
cztowieczenstwa zostata Jej podarowana dzieki
mece, Smierci i zmartwychwstaniu Syna. Tyle,
ze niejako przed czasem.

Prébujac jako$ wyrazic te uprzedniosc,
liturgia mowi, ze stato sie to na mocy zastug
przewidzianej $mierci Chrystusa. Pan mégt to

tak urzadzi¢, bo w przeciwienstwie do nas nie
jest ograniczony czasem. U Niego wszystko jest
teraz.

To przygotowanie, ktérego Bog dokonat w
Maryi, nie oznacza takze jakiegokolwiek ograni-
czenia Jej woli. Maryja nie byta zmuszona zos-
ta¢ Matka Boga, cho¢ oczywiscie tatwiej Jej
byto dzieki temu powiedzie¢: ‘Oto ja, stuzebni-
ca Panska, niech mi sie stanie’. O ile co$ takiego
w ogole moze by¢ fatwe... Nieograniczona
grzechem byta w momencie decyzji i w kazdym
innym momencie swojego zycia najbardziej
wolnym stworzeniem, jakie kiedykolwiek cho-
dzito po ziemi. Bardziej wolny jest juz tylko
Jezus, ale On nie jest stworzeniem, lecz
Stworca. Nie kims wolnym, ale sama
Wolnoscia.

Bez grzechu

Z powyzszego akapitu mozna wyciggnaé
whniosek, ze Maryi w ogdle byto tatwiej czynic
dobro i unika¢ grzechu. To prawda. Nie miata w
sobie niszczgcego wolnos¢ kosmicznego wirusa
grzechu. Tylko powiedzmy sobie szczerze, ze to
jest wzgledne utatwienie w Swiecie skazonym
grzechem. Petnia niewinnosci to takze maksy-
malna wrazliwos$¢ na najmniejsze nawet zto.
Maryja byta troche jak gtéwna bohaterka Mi-
asta Slepcow (nota bene $wietna rola Julianne
Moore, znanej szerzej jako pani prezydent Coin
z Igrzysk $mierci) — jedyna widzaca wsrod
niewidomych pochtonietych egoistyczng walka
o przetrwanie. Jesli to znaczy, ze miata tatwiej,
to owszem — miata tatwiej. Dodajmy tylko, ze
do programu tego tatwiej nalezato stanie pod
krzyzem i Wielka Sobota.

W to szczegdlne, uprzednie wybranie i
przygotowanie Maryi, w te Jej zachwycajacy i
dajaca nam nadzieje wolnosé Koscidt wierzyt
od samego poczatku. Nie jest to wymyst Piusa
IX, ktory korzystajac z bycia papiezem, narzucit
go innym. Wiara w Niepokalane Poczecie ma
swojg podstawe w Piémie Swietym. Sktadaja sie
na nig: zapowiedz nieprzyjazni miedzy Niewi-
astg a wezem, ktdra konczy sie zmiazdzeniem
gtowy tego ostatniego przez jej Potomstwo;
obrazy starotestamentalne, w ktérych Kosciot
widziat od samego poczatku zapowiedz Maryi
(Arka Przymierza, lilia miedzy cierniem, ziemia
kaptanska, runo Gedeona — tak, dobrze wam
sie kojarzy, Godzinki sg przeciez o Niepoka-
lanym Poczeciu), a takze okreslenia Petna taski
oraz btogostawiona miedzy niewiastami, jakich

uzywaja w stosunku do niej Gabriel i Elzbieta.
Jestem Niepokalane Poczecie

Wiare te podzielali réwniez Ojcowie
Kosciota, nazywajac jg czysta, niewinng i bez
skazy. Na Wschodzie od VI, a na Zachodzie od
VIII wieku obchodzono swieto Poczecia Maryi.
Zastrzezenia zgtaszali pdzniejsi teologowie (w
tym Swieci Bernard i Tomasz z Akwinu), ale to
dlatego, ze nie za bardzo zgadzato im sie to z
prawdg o tym, ze grzech pierworodny dotyczy
wszystkich ludzi i ze wszyscy potrzebujg od-
kupienia. Sprawe wyjasnit ostatecznie kilka
wiekow pdziniej doktor subtelny, czyli
btogostawiony Jan Duns Szkot.

Ogtoszenie dogmatu przez Piusa IX nie
polegato wiec na wyciagnieciu nikomu niez-
nanego wczesniej pogladu teologicznego z
papieskiej tiary. Chodzito raczej o ostateczne
zdefiniowanie formalne i potwierdzenie
prawdy wiary, jaka Kosciot nosit w swoim fonie
i wyznawat od samego poczatku. Kosciét na
Wschodzie wierzy tak samo, a jego dystans do
rzeczonego dogmatu wynika z przekonania, iz
definiowanie i ogtaszanie prawd wiary jest
raczej kompetencja Soboru niz pojedynczych
biskupow (choéby byt to biskup samego
Rzymu).

W tym kontekscie warto dodaé, ze byta to
inicjatywa oddolna i to dochodzaca do gtosu
juz od dobrych kilku wiekdw. Samo ogtoszenie
bulli Niewystowiony Bdg (Ineffabilis Deus) pa-
piez poprzedzit konsultacjami z komisja teo-
logdéw, konsystorzem kardynatéw i biskupami
catego swiata, ktdrzy mieli za zadanie napisac,
jak wiara w Niepokalane Poczecie miewa sie w
praktyce religijnej ich wiernych.

Cztery lata po ogtoszeniu dogmatu do
catej sprawy uprzejma byta odnies¢ sie nawet
Sama Zainteresowana. Bernadetcie Soubirous
(prostej dziewczynie, ktérg trudno posadzac o
dogtebng wiedze teologiczng) Maryja przed-
stawita sie, méwigc: Jestem Niepokalane
Poczecie.

W objawienia prywatne — w przeciwienst-
wie do dogmatéw — zaden katolik nie ma co
prawda obowigzku wierzy¢, ale trzeba
przyznac, ze Maryja ‘trafita w Lourdes w samo
sedno’. Jestesmy tym, co pozwolimy zrobi¢ ze
sobg Bogu. JesteSmy tym, co otrzymamy od
Niego. Jesli chcemy by¢ w petni sobg, w petni
ludzmi, to tylko On moze da¢ nam te Petnie...
