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From Our Pastor

Dear Friends,

Unfortunately, we can’t be together in our parish church this Palm Sunday. We can’t participate in the
reading of Christ’s Passion, but we can still follow the readings via TV or the Internet. Jesus accepts the
cross in obedience to the Father, the opposite of Adam’s disobedience. He accepts the cross to defeat
the power of hatred and death through sacrificial love. They raised Him up on a cross. He was between
heaven and earth. On the ground, yet raised up to the sky. He was with His People, with us, but He was
also with His Father. People had carried palms and sang “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the
Lord.” But some, perhaps most, were looking for a military leader, for a savior to save Israel from death. Most could
not understand how Jesus could be lifted up on a cross. Many were disillusioned. He was not the Messiah they thought
He would be. And they were right. Jesus was a military leader of a spiritual army, not a physical army. Most people
could not understand this.

But there were some of the people who did understand why Jesus was lifted up. They realized that He had come to
unite heaven to earth and, more to the point, earth to heaven. They realized that God’s love could not be

explained. “When you lift up the Son of Man, then you will realize that | AM HE”. We can’t explain how much our God
loves us. There are no words, no concepts that adequately express His Love. It is beyond comprehension. God’s love
can only be experienced. We experience His Love when we come to the realization that He did this for us, for all of us
and for each of us.

“Jesus, remember me when you come into your kingdom,” the good thief prayed. And Jesus saw his faith. This man
was concerned about the spiritual not the physical. “Today, you will be with Me in paradise,” the Lord responded. You
will be part of the spiritual Kingdom. And so, even while being locked in our homes, we begin Holy Week. Our focus is
on the Cross where the Lord reigned suspended between heaven and earth. We call out to Him, “Remember me, Lord,
when you come into your Kingdom.”

And He calls out to us, “Join Me. Join Me in bringing heaven to earth and earth to heaven. Provide the experience of
God’s love to others by sacrificing yourselves for them. “Join Me,” the Lord calls out. “Join Me in the sacrifice of the
Cross. Join Me in the Triumph of the Cross.”

The Archdiocese of Chicago has released guidelines related to the social distancing expectation and the shelter-in-place mandate
of the Governor of lllinois in order to stem the advancement of the coronavirus (COVID19) pandemic:

e Ongoing suspension of ALL public liturgies, which includes all Masses AND Communion services.
e Palm Sunday and Holy Week Liturgies - including Easter Sunday - will not be celebrated publicly in our parishes.
— Note: Guidelines and restrictions on public liturgies and gatherings are inclusive of Easter Sunday and all liturgies
after Easter until further notice.

How does this impact St. Thomas of Villanova parishioners?

Effective through Tuesday, April 7 (Date subject to change.):
e Our Church and Parish Office must be closed until the order is lifted by the governor.

= No one will be at the Parish Office to answer the phone. The message on our phone system will give
instructions on how to reach a priest in case of an emergency or how to access our voicemail system. We
are monitoring voicemails remotely and will forward messages to the appropriate priest or staff member.

o All weddings and baptisms must be postponed and can be re-scheduled only once the order is lifted. There are
no exceptions to this, regardless of the size of the group.

o Funerals and wakes must be postponed until the order is lifted.

e Fr. Marcin and | will continue to celebrate private Masses daily for your Mass intentions and for the intentions of
all of our parishioners. There are a number of parishes and churches that are live-streaming or recording their
private Masses. Please see our website for those options.

Since we will be unable to gather for the Triduum, please look at the adjacent page for ideas on how you can still walk
with the Lord on Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy Saturday. Continue to visit our website for updates on Triduum

UNDER THE CROSS

| don’t know how many of us really pay attention to the beautiful and comforting prayers
we use while celebrating the Eucharist, Holy Mass. | am not thinking here about the Creed
or the Lord’s Prayer that we recite or chant together when we are at Mass, but | am
thinking about the prayers that priests say on behalf of all of us -- it’s called the Eucharistic
Prayer, and we have a few different options to choose from. Many of you may now be
following the Masses online or on TV. | want to encourage you to pay more attention to
these prayers. | am sure they will bring you more comfort in these days; they certainly
bring that comfort to me.

Think first about the Memorial Acclamation which comes immediately after the
consecration, a remembering that encompasses the entirety of time: “We proclaim Your
death, O Lord” (the past), “and profess Your Resurrection” (the present), “until You come
again” (the future). The Eucharistic Prayer continues with a memorial, and it recollects the
most significant events in the life of Jesus as well as His Paschal Mystery. So, for example,
Eucharistic Prayer | resumes, “Therefore, O Lord, as we celebrate the memorial of the
blessed Passion, the Resurrection from the dead, and the glorious Ascension into heaven
of Christ, Your Son, our Lord,” or Eucharistic Prayer Il says more succinctly, “Therefore, as
we celebrate the memorial of His death and resurrection,” while Eucharistic Prayer Il also
includes the future dimension, “As we look forward to His second coming.” The Mass
fulfills Jesus’ request at the Last Supper, “Do this in memory of Me.”

| don’t know about you, but for me these are the most comforting and hope-giving words
of prayer. We are with Jesus in His passion, His death on the cross but we also will be
there at His resurrection! In our own lives, there can be times of passion, for sadness, for
doubt, of pain; and there will be times for death itself. Not just physical death that we all
will experience sooner or later, but | am thinking about the dying of our old selves. We do
this by fighting with our sins, temptations, and bad habits, and then there will also be
time for resurrection, which brings joy, happiness, laughter and rejoicing.

During His passion and death, all Jesus’s friends abandoned Him- “Near the cross of Jesus
stood His mother, His mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene (...)
and the disciple whom He loved standing nearby” John 19:25. Perhaps we feel the same
way now, we may feel like we have abandoned Jesus because we can’t be under the cross
with Him. But He didn’t need all His disciples there and He also doesn’t need all of us
there. It is we that need Him in our lives. As | said before, this is a very unusual season of
Lent. We are ‘in the desert’, we experience sadness, loss, maybe anger because we can’t
be with Jesus in Church now. But we also know that there will be Resurrection and there
will be Pentecost, when Jesus will be once again be with His friends, His disciples, and His
family. There will be Pentecost when we will be together, hundreds, thousands of us with
Jesus during the Holy Eucharist. Let us now be patient and wait. This sadness will bring us
joy again, even greater joy than we have experienced before. - Fr. Kris
