Understanding the Dobbs Decision 
Please read and share so that you may be the bearer of the good news and  

clear the fog of confusion surrounding this decision. 
 

What Dobbs Does: 
− Overturns Roe v. Wade which created a false “right to privacy.” 
− Allows each state to decide about aborƟon.  As of this wriƟng,          

NINE states have outlawed aborƟon. 
− Prevents discriminaƟon against humans based on their size and          

locaƟon. 
− Reduces violence of all kinds by acknowledging the value of human life. 
− Restores hope to women who may feel pressured to abort (75% of women who have had aborƟons state 

they felt pressured). 
What Dobbs Does NOT Do: 

− Prevent women from receiving treatment for an ectopic pregnancy, sepƟc uterus, or miscarriage.  These 
are not aborƟons. 

− Criminalize women who have aborƟons.  In states where aborƟon is illegal, the aborƟonist faces the               
consequences NOT the woman.

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XV NIEDZIELA ZWYKŁA – Usuwać to, co brudne, i łagodzić ból 
Przypowieść o dobrym Samarytaninie ma w sobie słodycz i piękno, jest jednak także ostra jak miecz: bardzo głęboko porusza nasze 
sumienia. Kto z nas bowiem nie był w sytuacji, w której zignorował człowieka potrzebującego pomocy? Kto z nas nie był jak ów 
kapłan i lewita, którzy – gdyby przetłumaczyć ten tekst dosłownie – na widok poranionego przeszli na drugą stronę drogi, by się z 
nim nie zetknąć, by nie spojrzeć mu w oczy? Tymczasem należało zrobić tak jak Samarytanin: wpierw wylać na rany biedaka od-
robinę wina, które usuwa to, co niezdrowe, dezynfekuje. Potem użyć oliwy, która łagodzi ból. Usuwać to, co brudne, i łagodzić ból – 
czy nie to samo dokonuje się w konfesjonałach i podczas namaszczenia chorych? Przypowieść bardzo wyraźnie prowadzi nas ku 
sakramentom. A dwa denary pozostawione w gospodzie powinny przypomnieć nam o dwóch księgach: Starym i Nowym Testamen-
cie. Oto bogactwo, którym dysponujemy, by ratować poturbowanych przez życie. 

 

Dlaczego święci nie nudzili się na mszy? 
Nudzisz się czasam na mszy świętej? Pamiętaj że to najważniejsza forma modlitwy. Jak to określił kiedyś bł. Jakub Alberione, msza 
to ‘korona modlitwy’ i żadne działanie, które podejmujemy, by zbliżyć się do Boga, nie da się porównać z uczestnictwem w niej. 

Być może potrzebujesz wzmocnić swoją motywację do uczestnictwa w EucharysƟi? Z pomocą przychodzą nam święci, którzy raczej 
się w kościele nie nudzili. Oto kilka od nich sugesƟi: 

WIEDZIELI, ŻE W MSZY UCZESTNICZĄ WRAZ Z ANIOŁAMI 

Nie istnieje msza z niską frekwencją. Kiedy będziesz uczestniczyli w EucharysƟi z zaledwie kilkoma innymi wiernymi, pamiętaj, że są 
pośród was aniołowie! 

Św. Grzegorz Wielki mówił, że ‘niebiosa się otwierają i rzesze aniołów zstępują, by wziąć udział w Świętej Ofierze’, a św. Augustyn 
dodał, że ‘anioły otaczają sprawującego ofiarę mszy świętej kapłana i służą mu’. 

TWIERDZILI, ŻE EUCHARYSTIA TO ISTOTA ICH ŻYCIA 

Uczestnicząc w najbliższej mszy świętej, poproś Boga, by pokazał, jak bardzo Twoja dusza pragnie łask EucharysƟi. Tego samego 
pragnienia doświadczali święci. 

‘Łatwiej byłoby światu przetrwać bez słońca, aniżeli bez mszy świętej’ – pisał św. Pio z Pietrelciny. Matka Teresa z kolei mówiła, że 
EucharysƟa to pokarm duchowy, który podtrzymuje ją w codziennym utrudzeniu. ‘Bez tego nie wytrwałabym ani jednego dnia, ani 
jednej godziny’ – wyznała święta.
