From Our Pastor

This Sunday, in the Gospel reading, we have a story of two women, Martha and Mary. Both were close
friends with and followers of Jesus. Together with their brother Lazarus, they hosted Jesus in their home
on more than one occasion. In the Gospel, we hear about Martha who is busy worrying about making
everything perfect for the visit of her special guest; and then we hear about Mary, who is just sitting with
Jesus and enjoying His visit.

It's pretty easy to imagine how Martha may have
felt - irritated, frustrated, resentful. Why should she
be doing all the work? Wasn’t it only right for Mary
to be helping out? Martha felt so justified in her
anger that she went and talked to Jesus about it.
“Lord, do You not care that my sister has left me to
serve alone? Therefore tell her to help me,” she said
to Him. But instead of backing her up in her
demand, Jesus rebuked her saying: “Martha, you
are worried and troubled about many things. But
one thing is needed, and Mary has chosen that good
part, which will not be taken away from her.”

Jesus teaches us that it can become so easy for us to
get wrapped up in all the things we think need to be
done and the things that need to be accomplished
that we lose sight of what the most important thing
is. Isn’t it possible that we can get too wrapped up
in the cares of life? The highest priority in our lives

needs to be choosing the good part, as Mary did -
to learn of Jesus so that we can become like Him.
Jesus should always come first in our lives.

It has
been almost a month since | arrived here. Perhaps like Martha, from the Gospel reading, | was also
worrying about and was too preoccupied with so many things upon my arrival here. But very soon, |
realized that people here are so nice and welcoming that my worries turned into joy.

BOOK: Fatima for Today

- Fr. Andrew Apostoli C.F.R.
Though the apparitions ;

of Our Lady of Fatima
took place almost a 100
years ago, Our Lady’s
call to prayer and pen- |
ance for the salvation of
souls and peace in the
world is as relevant now
as when first delivered
to three Portuguese
peasant children in 1917. Because of
the prophetic nature of Our Lady’s mes-
sages, the story of Our Lady of Fatima
has been the subject of much controver-
sy and speculation. In his book, Fr. An-
drew Apostoli, an acclaimed expert on
Fatima, carefully analyzes the events
and messages at Fatima and clears up
lingering questions and doubts about
their meaning. He also challenges the
reader to hear anew the call of Our Lady
to prayer and sacrifice, for the world is
in need of generous hearts willing to
make reparation for those in danger of
losing their way to God.

CD: Catholic Teaching on
Marriage and Annulments
- Bishop Joseph Perry

Are annulments just a Catholic version
of divorce? Nothing could be further
from the truth. The differences are
profound, and much of the confusion
springs from a misunderstanding about
marriage itself. Bishop Perry explains
the key principles of the Sacrament of
Marriage and applies them to divorce
and annulments. He answers the most
commonly asked questions on this
topic.

There are various interpretations of
Hebrews 13:2. Per my New American
Bible for Catholics, it translates to “Do
not neglect hospitality, for through it
some have unknowingly entertained
angels.” Nice. When it comes to this
particular chapter and verse, howev-
er, | favor the King James Bible mes-
sage: "Be not forgetful to entertain
strangers, for thereby some have en-
tertained angels unawares." | first
came upon this passage in 1995 while
taking a year-long calligraphy class.
Our instructor gave us an assignment
each month, and certain short quotes
to utilize in putting to paper the par-
ticular skills he was teaching during
the preceding weeks. | chose He-
brews 13:2. My work was non-
impressive and to this day is stashed
away in my portfolio that in turn is
stashed away beneath my bed up-
stairs. The words, though, still speak
to me.

And they especially speak to me to-
day as | consider the first reading.
Here, Abraham is sitting at his tent
entrance on a hot day when he sees
three men standing nearby. He says
to the apparent leader, “Sir, if | may
ask you this favor...Let me bring you a
little food, that you may refresh your-
selves..." When the strangers
acknowledge him, Abraham asks his
wife Sarah to bake rolls for the visi-
tors. Then he directs a servant to pre-
pare a choice steer, and Abraham
gets some curds and milk and sets the
entire feast before the visitors. As
they enjoy it, they ask of Sarah’s
whereabouts. Abraham says she is in
the tent. Then one of the three--
again, apparently the leader--
answers, saying, “l will surely return
to you about this time next year, and

Sarah will then have a son." Hearing
this prediction of a miraculous birth
(as both he and Sarah are advanced in
years), Abraham knows that the
stranger is the Lord.

This puts a whole new spin on He-
brews 13:2, no? (as in, "Be not for-
getful to entertain strangers, for
thereby some have entertained God
unawares"). I've entertained a few
strangers over the years, and | feel
good about that. To my mind, the
most memorable encounter hap-
pened years back. My wife and | were
housecleaning--Godspell album
cranked to max--when a couple of
Jehovah Witnesses stopped by. We
invited them in, served them lemon-
ade and talked about the faith (in
truth, | don’t think they knew what hit
them). Other times, though, I've been
less hospitable. Those times, I've
been more like the Levite or the
priest in last week’s Gospel. You
know. The guys who crossed to the
opposite side of the road when they
saw a man in need. And in looking at
today’s Gospel, I'd have to say that
more times than I'd like to admit, I've
been Martha, not Mary. In my de-
fense, | argue that somebody has to
be Martha. In my defense, | argue
that Martha is serving God in her own
way. And yet | hear Jesus speaking to
me just the same: "John, John, you
are anxious and worried about many
things...” Busted. But on my best
days, though, | hope to keep enter-
taining angels unawares. Or maybe
Jesus himself.
