VOLUNTEERS NEEDED 
The number of Masses and other services we can offer and the number of people 
allowed in church will be directly Ɵed to how many volunteers will be available to          
set-up, greet/usher and clean-up before and aŌer each service. To volunteer or          
receive more informaƟon about volunteering, email:

Set-up team: Volunteers will ensure that: all supplies needed for each sacramental 
celebraƟon/gathering are ready for use, entrances and exits are marked and propped 
physically open prior to aƩendees’ arrival/departure, windows are opened,                
restrooms are stocked and managed. They will ensure hand saniƟzer is available and 
that pews are marked off according to social distancing guidelines.  18 years or older. 
  
GreeƟng team: Greeters will assist in managing the flow of congregants as they enter 
the church, parƟcipate in the liturgy/sacrament, and exit the church. Team members 
will combine some of the funcƟons of an usher, such as direcƟng parƟcipants to ap-
propriate seaƟng/waiƟng areas, but will include addiƟonal responsibiliƟes, including, 
making sure aƩendees use hand saniƟzer upon entering, are wearing a mask, and are 
reminded not to enter if ill. Given the circumstances, greeters will need to be tacƞul 
and firm paying careful aƩenƟon to all people on-site.  Must be 18 -65 years old. 
 
Cleaning team: These volunteers will help maintain and clean essenƟal and trafficked 
areas of the church  before and aŌer the church has been used. Masks and gloves will 
be provided, if necessary, in addiƟon to  approved cleaning/disinfecƟng supplies.  
Parishes need to develop appropriate schedules and verificaƟon methods to ensure 
cleaning occurs at the proper Ɵmes relaƟve to when congregants arrive and leave the 
building.  18 years or older. Note: High schoolers allowed with permission of parents. 
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                Practicing Awareness from Emeritus Ray  

June 9th – Exited the house in route to   
Alexian Brothers for total right knee replace-
ment with two goals in mind – 1. Get it done 
2. Return home. AŌer three nights in the 
hospital the next stop, via ambulance, was 
the Acute Rehab: Health Bridge in Arlington 
Heights, “Boot Camp” where I would spend 
the next three weeks. It was extremely   
challenging – mentally, physically,                     
emoƟonally and spiritually. From an early 
age I’ve known and believed in God, prayer, 
etc. A recent definiƟon of prayer I like a lot is 
“To commune with God” dialogue. (I-thou)  
 
One very basic part of my daily prayer     
rouƟne is A.M. “MeditaƟon” 15 minutes 
each day centering, focusing mainly with 
body, mind and spirit of heart. When I         
pracƟce this daily discipline, it grants me a 
certain calm, balanced, less stressful day 
most of the Ɵme. During the last four to five 
weeks, my life changed dramaƟcally. Rehab 
was much needed for recovery, and it       
affected me more than I ever imagined. I 
became stressed, disturbed with oŌen inner 
turmoil that rocked my inner sense of calm 
and peace I strive for!  
 
1. Knee surgery itself deemed successful. 

ComplicaƟons began, abnormal                  
swelling, unknown rash appears all  
over body, some meds removed.  

2. ConƟnue early A.M., P.T. person                
appears. It’s Ɵme to get going, gym, 
walk, etc., etc. Knee becomes extra 
swollen and Ɵght. P.T. young and fitness 
buff. Push RY to MAX, no negoƟaƟng. 
Strict business measures, flex each day 
– 60 degrees – 70 degrees – 60 degrees 
– goal 90 degrees.   

3. Return to room “Thank God”. Ice, Ice 
knee red, swollen, body faƟgue, weary, 
RY becomes very irritable.  

4. RN sets out morning meds “Big ones 
too!” Vitamins, etc. No appeƟte for 
breakfast. CNA checks vitals, preƩy  

normal. (Analyzing) ERMA, lady, nice 
smile, cleans room, bed made, etc. 
neat, place clean – gracias.  

 
SƟll trying to pray for RELIEF. Can’t read, no 
interest in T.V., glance at the Herald, Obits, 
RY NOT listed, so get on with day. However 
once in a while recognize someone I once 
knew – “Said prayer” R.I.P. at all Ɵmes. All 
help well masked uƟlizing shields, going up 
and down corridor responding to needs of 
us. Many young helpers, some seasoned, 
very competent and skilled, dedicated, over-
worked, 12-hour shiŌs, stressed, etc. My 
heart ached for them, I prayed stay well all 
of you! Awesome people all around! 
  
Next for Ray, quit pain meds “cold turkey” 
go to extra strength Tylenol. Side effects 
occur. WOW! Body tremors, shakes –      
jangled nerve endings, scary. Inner quesƟons 
– “What’s in it? Stroke? Parkinson?” Doubts 
bubble up like an untapped well from within 
me. What did I do wrong? Did I make the 
right choice? Right doctor? Rehab center? 
Am I going to be an invalid? I’m troubled – 
worried, I dig deep. “Trust, Believe, Hang In, 
persevere” Interior voices speak soŌly to me 
at Ɵmes when deeply troubled and terrified, 
unable to pray or sense God or feel His pres-
ence. I would uƩer “God I know you are here 
and present to me, although I’m not really 
present to you in the way I would like – this 
is the best I can offer.  
 
I became Christ-conscious eventually when   
I witnessed courageous, dedicated medical 
personnel giving service to us needy ones. 
And most by large do it because they care, 
have empathy, compassion, and love to help 
people get beƩer like yours truly and many 
with deep, abiding joy and saƟsfacƟon.  
 
G.M. Hopkins, poet, mysƟcs writes “Christ 
plays in ten-thousand places, lovely in limbs 
and lonely in eyes not his to the Father 
through the features of men’s faces” Yes, 
Jesus, I witnessed you alive and well and I 
am exceedingly grateful and inspired beyond 
words because of my last 2 month’s                
experiences. Thank you, God, for a brand-
new knee and the price it cost (Medicare is 
good) and the price it cost me.   You know 
folks what I mean “No pain, no gain” Corny, 
trite – but true! AŌer 3 weeks of O.T., P.T. 
rash subsides, nerve pain given.  All helpful 
to return home. 

  
July 4th – Going home via wheelchair med 
van to apartment. Joan & Bill here and             
Father Kris to get me seƩled. Feels surreal, 
yet fulfilling. “Thank you, Lord,”  I’m in final 
week of home health. Next OutpaƟent for 
more P.T. etc. All of these amazing                      
adventures gave me pause to reflect and re-
evaluate life and prayer – trials, dark nights, 
physical sufferings can and will be part of my 
life’s experiences. But please God no more 
surgeries for the Ɵme being! A huge thanks 
to all of you STV'ers for prayer cards, get 
well wishes. Some came at just the right 
moment to bring me safely home to my liƩle 
place in God’s big and awesome world!  
 
On my returns I found this verse in a                  
devoƟonal, “A cheerful heart is good              
medicine, but downcast spirit dries up the 
bones.” Proverbs 17:22 . Thanks also to Sox 
looking good in 2020.

Ɵon. God, Christ plays in 10,000 places.

“When you finally reach your desƟnaƟon, 
fall on your knees, thank your Maker for the 
crosses and blessings of the journey.”

XIX NIEDZIELA ZWYKŁA – Dar, a nie zdobycz 

Jezus jest Panem niemożliwego. Przychodzi w środku nocy do 
uczniów walczących z burzą na jeziorze. Piotr chce być blisko 
Jezusa. Prośba ta może wydawać się dziwna, wręcz wyzywająca 
czy nawet trochę bezczelna, jednak Jezus wysłuchuje jej. Pozwala 
apostołowi na niezwykłe przekroczenie granic własnego rozumu, 
lęku i sił natury. Piotr jednak w pewnym momencie wątpi i zaczyna 
tonąć. Jezus natychmiast go wyławia z odmętów. Sytuacja ta 
pokazuje apostołowi, że niemożliwe jest przestrzenią działania 
Boga, a nie zdobyczą człowieka. Niemożliwe jest osiągalne jedynie 
przez wielką ufność i pokorę… 

 
Prymas Wyszyński był kandydatem do tronu papieskiego.  

Dlaczego nie chciał zostać papieżem? 

 
Kard. Wyszyński zdecydowanie odmawia, podając pięć 

argumentów. Ale nazajutrz, 16. października 1978 roku, jak wynika 
z lakonicznych zapisków Prymasa, przejmuje on inicjatywę. Staje 
się, używając terminologii siatkarskiej, rozgrywającym podczas 
konklawe. 

14. października 1978 r. do Kaplicy Sykstyńskiej wchodzi 
111. kardynałów z 49. krajów. Jest wśród nich dwóch purpuratów z 
Polski. Nikt nie jednak przeczuwa, że za dwa dni wskutek decyzji 
zgromadzonych dostojników zmieni się bieg historii. Po latach 
okaże się, że również prymas Stefan Wyszyński był kandydatem do 
tronu papieskiego. Dlaczego zatem został wybrany kard. Karol 
Wojtyła, a nie on? 

Śmierć Jana Pawła I po zaledwie 33-dniowym pontyfikacie 
jest ogromnym szokiem także dla kardynałów. Zastanawiają się, co 
przez to doświadczenie chciał im powiedzieć Duch Święty. Nie mają 
czasu na dogłębne analizy, bo termin nowego, drugiego już 
konklawe w roku 1978. zbliża się wielkimi krokami. 

Do Kolegium Kardynalskiego dochodzi informacja o mani-
feście wybitnych ojców soborowych, domagających się charyz-
matycznego pasterza. Kardynałowie mają świadomość, że nowy 
papież powinien być człowiekiem o silnej, wyrazistej osobowości, 
który byłby zdolny zahamować kryzys w Kościele. Nie do końca 
spełniają te wymagania dwaj główni faworyci mediów, jak również 
większości elektorów: z jednej strony arcybiskup Genui kard. 
Giuseppe Siri, który z trudem przyjmuje zmiany posoborowe in-
icjowane przez Pawła VI, a z drugiej – arcybiskup Florencji kard. 
Giovanni Benelli, gwarantujący kontynuację nauczania tego pa-
pieża. 

 
Wojtyła powodem konfliktu z Sowietami? 

Niektórzy z wpływowych kardynałów niewłoskich stawiają na 
kandydatów spoza Włoch. Arcybiskup São Paolo kard. Paulo 
Evaristo Arns oświadcza wprost, że najlepszym pretendentem byłby 
kard. Karol Wojtyła. O metropolicie krakowskim dużo się mówi 
przed konklawe w kręgach Kurii Rzymskiej. Cieszy się tam opinią 
wspaniałego człowieka, zdolnego pasterza, ale nikt poważnie nie 
bierze pod uwagę jego kandydatury. Dlaczego? Bo – jak wspomina 
znakomity watykanista Luigi Accattoli – ich zdaniem ‘wybór papieża 
z kraju komunistycznego byłby wielkim zagrożeniem, bo mógłby 
doprowadzić do konfliktu z sowieckim systemem’. 

Daleki od takiego myślenia jest arcybiskup Wiednia kard. 
Franz König, który jeszcze przed konklawe daje niedwuznacznie do 
zrozumienia, że Kościół dojrzał do tego, żeby papieżem mógł 
zostać nie-Włoch. Kardynał ten dobrze orientuje się w realiach 
socjalistycznych, bo jako pierwszy purpurat z Zachodu odwiedza 
kraje Europy Środkowo-Wschodniej jako nieformalny przedstawiciel 
papieża. Zna arcybiskupa Wojtyłę z jego wizyt w Wiedniu i swoich 
rewizyt w Krakowie. Ceni jego intelekt, walory moralne i talenty 
duszpasterskie. W rozmowach z członkami Kolegium Kardynalskie-

go sonduje możliwość wyboru nie-Włocha i w tym kontekście 
wymienia nazwisko Wojtyły, lobbując, jak byśmy dzisiaj powiedzieli, 
za jego kandydaturą. 

 
Pięć argumentów Prymasa 

Kard. König rozmawia także na ten temat z kard. 
Wyszyńskim. Wedle znanej anegdoty słowa arcybiskupa Wiednia o 
godnym następcy św. Piotra z Polski Prymas odnosi do siebie, choć 
jedzie na konklawe z absolutnym przekonaniem, że papieżem 
powinien zostać Włoch. Znane są jego wypowiedzi sprzed 
konklawe, zapisuje także to przekonanie w Pro memoria. 

Kiedy Prymas i metropolita krakowski spotkali się z innymi 
purpuratami przed konklawe, kard. Wyszyński zwierzył się mu, że 
wśród Kolegium Kardynalskiego widzi tyle nowych twarzy i wielu z 
nich nie zna. Kard. Wojtyła stwierdził natomiast, że zna tu 
wszystkich. Sami jednak byli dobrze znani purpuratom nawet z 
odległych krajów. 

Kard. Wyszyński cieszył się sławą niezłomnego, bohaterskie-
go obrońcy Kościoła w państwie rządzonym przez komunistów, 
kard. Wojtyła, wschodząca gwiazda Kolegium Kardynalskiego, 
zdobył zaś uznanie jako aktywny uczestnik różnych gremiów waty-
kańskich oraz ten, który głosił rekolekcje dla Ojca Świętego. Jak się 
wkrótce miało okazać, wielu kardynałów w którymś z dwóch Po-
laków widziało następcę św. Piotra, czego w historii Kościoła nigdy 
dotąd nie było. Takiej sytuacji nie przewidzieli nawet wytrawni 
watykaniści, którzy w gronie papabili, czyli faworytów do tronu 
papieskiego, nie wymienili żadnego z polskich kardynałów. 

Kiedy dwaj główni faworyci włoscy blokują się nawzajem, bo 
żaden z nich mnie może uzyskać wymaganej większości głosów, w 
przerwie między głosowaniami zgłasza się do Prymasa grupa 
elektorów z pytaniem, czy przyjąłby wybór. Kard. Wyszyński 
zdecydowanie odmawia, podając pięć argumentów. Nocą, pod datą 
17 października (wtorek), zapisuje: 
• Już wielokrotnie wypowiadałem swoje stanowisko, jeszcze przed 

wyborem Pawła VI, że Lud Rzymski ma prawo mieć biskupa 
rzymskiego, z narodu italskiego, niezależnie od tego, że Rzym 
dziś jest miastem międzynarodowym, na tym stanowisku stoję 
dziś; 

• nadto, uważam, że moje życiowe zadanie, jak bronić Kościoła 
na Wschodzie centralnej Europy, dla tego celu szukam 
sprzymierzeńców, jak o tym świadczy ostatnia nasza podróż po 
Niemczach. Do mnie należy nawet paść na granicy polsko- 
sowieckiej, gdyby Bóg tego ode mnie zażądał; 

• przekroczyłem 77 lat, a papież musi mieć siły do pracy; 
• na Stolicy Apostolskiej musi zasiąść człowiek wszechstronnie do 

tego przygotowany; 
• gdyby wybór padł na Kardynała Wojtyłę, uważam, że miałby 

obowiązek wybór przyjąć, gdyż Jego zadania w Polsce są inne. 
 

Kiedy Prymas orientuje się, że szanse metropolity krakowski-
ego rosną, staje się gorącym rzecznikiem jego kandydatury. 

Drugiego dnia konklawe wobec niemożności uzyskania 
przewagi jednego z kandydatów włoskich kard. König podczas 
posiłków wymienia nazwisko kard. Wojtyły, dając do zrozumienia, 
że będzie na niego głosował. 

Nazajutrz, 16 października, po obiedzie, jak wynika z 
lakonicznych zapisków Prymasa, przejmuje on inicjatywę. Staje się, 
używając terminologii siatkarskiej, rozgrywającym. W Pro memoria 
zapisuje: ‘Po obiedzie długa moja rozmowa z Kard. Królem, a 
później z Kard. Königiem. Nic więcej! Później z Kardynałami nie-
mieckimi. Nic więcej!’. Co to oznacza – wiadomo. Wymienieni 
dostojnicy należą do grona wpływowych purpuratów, których kard. 
Wojtyła ma po swojej stronie. Również arcybiskup Filadelfii zna 
dobrze Wojtyłę, który dwa razy gościł w USA. 8 grudnia 1967 r. – z 
powodu odmowy władz PRL udzielonej kard. Królowi na odwiedziny 
w Polsce – metropolita krakowski w jego zastępstwie odbył ingres 
kardynalski w Siekierczynie k. Limanowej, skąd pochodził ojciec 
amerykańskiego purpurata. 

Można się domyślić, że prymas Wyszyński dyskutuje z 
kardynałami, których nazwisko znaczy to samo, o tym, jak zmobi-
lizować elektorów niezdecydowanych do postawienia na metropolitę 
krakowskiego, aby on został ‘królem kardynałów’, czyli papieżem. 
Czas poobiedniego wypoczynku jest jednak dla nich bardzo pra-
cowity. ‘Czuło się ożywienie na korytarzach’ – notuje kard. 
Wyszyński. 

‘Grupa Prymasa’ okazuje się skuteczna, bo ósme 
głosowanie jest formalnością. Kard. Wyszyński przesuwa się do 
metropolity krakowskiego, który siedzi za nim w drugim rzędzie, i 
prosi go o przyjęcie wyboru. ‘Gdyby Ks. Kardynała wybrano, proszę 
pomyśleć, czy nie przyjąć imienia Jana Pawła II. Dla włoskiej opinii 
publicznej byłoby to obrócenie na dobro tego kapitału duchowego, 
który zebrał Jan Paweł I’ – czytamy w Pro memoria. 

Podczas homagium obaj płaczą. Prymas wspomina po 
powrocie do Polski w jednym z kazań: ‘usta nasze niemal jed-
nocześnie otworzyły się imieniem Matki Bożej Jasnogórskiej: to Jej 
dzieło! Wierzyliśmy w to mocno i wierzymy nadal’. 

Zaraz potem Prymas wypowie prorocze słowa, które Papież 
zapisze w swoim testamencie, a po latach powtórzy w Gorzowie 
Wielkopolskim: ‘Masz teraz wprowadzić Kościół w trzecie 
tysiąclecie’.  

Kard. Wyszyński na gorąco wyraża swój pogląd o tym, 
dlaczego kardynałowie opowiedzieli się za metropolitą krakowskim. 

Co mogło wpłynąć na ten wybór? Nie sposób odpowiedzieć. 
Być może, że obawa przed aktualnymi 3 kandydatami. Żadnego nie 
chciano. Gdy wypłynęło nazwisko Karola Wojtyły, miało ono równie 
koleje w głosowaniach. Ale, gdy 3. kandydaci tracili głosy, zyskiwał 
głosy Kard. Wojtyła. Ale to tylko mechanika. 

Bodaj istotne było to, że Polska, mimo jarzma 
komunistycznego, zachowała wiarę, jedność z Kościołem, żywą 
religijność którą podziwiało wielu Kardynałów świata w Polsce, żywą 
cześć do Matki Najświętszej. Wielu powtarzało: ‘zwycięży Matka 
Najświętsza’.  

Po konklawe właściwie składano życzenia Kościołowi Pol-
skiemu. Myślę, że obok wysokiej popularności Kardynała na świecie 
ta właśnie żywa religijność wszystkim dawała wiele do myślenia. 
Wielu Kardynałów wypowiadało to zdanie. Moja krótka odpowiedź 
na wszystkie strony: Polska przeżywa wiele upokorzeń i udręki – 
Deus exaltavit humiles [Bóg wywyższył pokornych]. 

Choć Prymas i Papież są przekonani, że wynik konklawe to 
zasługa Madonny Jasnogórskiej, Jan Paweł II docenia rolę czynnika 
ludzkiego. Świadczy o tym, niepublikowany dotąd, jego odręczny list 
do kard. Wyszyńskiego z 3 listopada 1978 r., w którym Ojciec 
Święty dziękuje Księdzu Prymasowi za ‘tak opatrznościowy udział w 
ostatnim konklawe’. 

 
Oto treść tego listu: 
† Wasza Eminencjo 
Umiłowany Księże Prymasie! 
 
Korzystam z odjazdu Biskupa Bronisława, by przesłać 

serdeczne wyrazu czci i miłości – a zarazem podziękować raz 
jeszcze za tak opatrznościowy udział Księdza Prymasa w ostatnim 
Konklawe. 

Nie muszę już więcej pisać, Wasza Eminencja sam wie, o co 
chodzi, o czym myślę. To są drogi Boże, które tym bardziej nam się 
uświadamiają, im bardziej nieoczekiwanie objawia się ich 
zobowiązujące znaczenie. Ksiądz Prymas wie, że miał bezpośredni 
udział w objawieniu się tego właśnie zobowiązującego znaczenia na 
tle całego przebiegu Konklawe, a w szczególności w dniu 16 
października, w uroczystość świętej Jadwigi. 

Pragnę także raz jeszcze podziękować Waszej Eminencji, a 
także przez Księdza Prymasa całemu Episkopatowi Polski, 
wszystkim moim Braciom w biskupstwie za Ich tak liczny udział w 
początkach nowego pontyfikatu. 

O szczegółach nie piszę. Przekazuję je wszystkie, które w tej 
chwili pamiętam, Biskupowi Bronisławowi, który z pewnością 
dokładniej to powtórzy, niż można by napisać w wąskich rozmiarach 
tego listu. 

Nie potrzebuję też mówić, jak bardzo liczę na wsparcie 
duchowe, na modlitwę Waszej Eminencji i całej Polski. Wiem, że tak 
się dzieje – więc przede wszystkim wyrażam podziękowanie. A 
dziękując – przez to samo najbardziej proszę, bo taka już jest 
‘ekonomia wdzięczności’. 

Raz jeszcze powtarzam wyrazy serdecznej czci i oddania w 
Chrystusie Panu i Jego Matce – naszej Jasnogórskiej Pani. 

Jan Paweł II 3.XI.1978. 
 
Prymas i Papież rozumieli się w pół słowa. Ale przeczytaniu 

tego fragmentu nie ma wątpliwości, że Jan Paweł II dziękuje kard. 
Wyszyńskiemu za to, że w sposób zasadniczy przyczynił się do 
jego wyboru na Papieża. 

Prymas wyraża na gorąco przypuszczenie, że wybór Pa-
pieża z Polski może ‘przyhamować akcję ateistyczną, płynącą z 
ZSRR, gdy Moskwa zorientuje się, że w centralnej Europie wyrosła 
niespodziewanie nowa siła’. I dodaje za starcem Symeonem: ‘Teraz 
puszczasz swego sługę, Panie, ponieważ moje oczy ujrzały Twoje 
zbawienie, które przygotowałeś przed obliczem wszystkich 
narodów’. 

Zanim to się stanie, Prymas przeżyje chwile wielkiej chwały, 
kiedy podczas homagium 22 października 1978 r. Papież – w 
bezprecedensowym geście podniesie go z klęczek i ucałuje w rękę 
– i kilka miesięcy później, kiedy w czerwcu 1979 r. będzie gospo-
darzem ze strony Episkopatu Polski pielgrzymki Jana Pawła II do 
ojczyzny.
