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Second Homily 
 
Dear Parish Family of St. Thomas, 
 
I have asked our priest celebrants of today's Masses to speak to the sexual abuse crisis in 
our church.  I have asked them to present their homily about it personally, professionally, 
pastorally and theologically.  I have asked them to share their thoughts so that all of us can 
have a better understanding as to where we are as individuals and as a Church whose entire 

membership have felt the pain and hurt of all who have been harmed by priests who had their own agenda.   
 
As you may remember, when the revelation of the sexual abuse broke in Boston in 2001, I was on staff at Ho-
ly Name Cathedral.  And for the next several years there, I experienced the pain and the heartache of many 
out of town visitors who attended weekend Masses at the Cathedral.  Every weekend while greeting people 
outside after Mass, I heard and felt their pain!  Many would come up to me in tears and say "pray for our par-
ish—our priest was pulled last week for sexual abuse."  And every Sunday, some family from out of town 
would say—"pray for my family—my grandchild was abused by a priest."  It was one city named after another 
and another.  It was one priest named after another and another.   It was many heartfelt tears and pain.  All I 
could do was listen, pray with them and encourage them to have hope and trust in God with their deep faith!   
 
And our own parish history of priests who celebrated the Eucharist at St. Thomas is bewildering.  Five priests 
who had a connection to St. Thomas were pulled from active ministry for sexual abuse and/or related                       
allegations—Dave Braun, Dan Buck, Marion Snieg, Wally Huppenbauer and Moises Marin. None of the 
abused incidents occurred while they were here but in their prior parishes.  
 
I remember so well the conversation that Francis Cardinal George had with me when I was down at Holy 
Name Cathedral.  He had said point blank—"I want to send you to St. Thomas of Villanova Parish as their 
new Pastor.  I am sending you because they need to be healed from the sins of priest abusers.  They are in 
great need of healing and reconciliation." 
 
The issues have surfaced, again, concerning sexual abuse by Archbishop Theodore McCarrick and also the 
Pennsylvania Grand Jury Report raises more alarm and consternation.  And it is worse than ever.  All of our 
feelings are real—frustrated, angry, sad, concerned, discouraged, disheartened, overwhelmed, depressed!  
We are still in disbelief—is this really happening again?  Is this going to happen in the future?  The key word 
which describes all of our feelings regarding this matter is "unbelievable."  We can't believe that it is                   
happening again.  Our history has not taught us very well about how to deal with sexual abuse and coverups. 
 
What can we do?  What should we do?  How do we deal with this sinful monstrosity?  First of all, I think we 
need to pray and pray long and hard for any and all victims of sexual abuse and also for their families.           
Secondly, remember that our faith is based on Jesus Christ and not on sinful human beings.  Thirdly,                    
continue to be in touch with the Lord through our deep faith.  Do what you did today—celebrate the Eucharist.  
We are all sinful people.  We need to celebrate and be nourished by the Bread of Life.  Fourthly, be hopeful!  
God's peace is present all around us.  We hope and pray that priests and bishops will be held accountable.  
We must hope that the worst is over!  Easier said than done!  Right—That's why we must live our lives with 
the Lord—knowing, believing and living out the Gospel message.  I hope that our sincerity, our hurt, our pain, 
our anger, our disbelief is helpful for you as well as our hopes and prayers, and our deep faith.

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   Letter from Cardinal Cupich about Priest Sexual Abuse 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 

Anger, shock, grief, shame. What              
other words can we summon to                 
describe the experience of learning 
about the devastaƟng revelaƟons of 
sexual abuse — and the failures of 
bishops to safeguard the children            
entrusted to their care — published in 
the Pennsylvania grand jury report, 
released Tuesday? 

This catalogue of horrors comes on 
the heels of news accounts of deeply 
disturbing sexual-abuse and harass-
ment allegaƟons against Archbishop 
Theodore McCarrick, who recently 
resigned from the College of Cardinals. 
And yet whatever words we may use 
to describe the anguish of reading 
about these heinous acts, they can 
never capture the reality of suffering 
endured by vicƟms of sexual abuse, 
suffering compounded by the woeful 
responses of bishops who failed to 
protect the people they were                     
ordained to serve. 

As the Holy See put it in its Aug. 16 
statement on the grand jury report: 
“The church must learn hard lessons 
from its past, and there should be  
accountability for both abusers and 
those who permiƩed abuse to occur.” 

I know that many of you are asking: 
How could this be happening again? 
Didn’t the U.S. bishops address this 
crisis sixteen years ago when they met 
in Dallas? What are they doing now, 
and why should we trust that this Ɵme 
they will do the right thing? 

These are precisely the quesƟons that 
ought to be asked. As a former chair of 
the U.S. Conference of Catholic                   
Bishops CommiƩee for the ProtecƟon 

of Children and Young People, I have 
asked them myself. And sorrow,                
disgust, outrage — these are righteous 
feelings, the sƟrrings of the                          
conscience of a people scandalized by 
the terrible reality that too many of 
the men who promised to protect 
their children, and strengthen their 
faith, have been responsible for 
wounding both. 

We know this not only because of the 
admirable work of the many members 
of the news media who played an                
essenƟal role in bringing this crisis into 
the light. Now, we have been made to 
face these scandals first and foremost 
by the courage of vicƟm-survivors — 
the men and women who found the 
strength, even when doing so meant 
suffering again unimaginable pain, to 
come forward and seek jusƟce from 
an insƟtuƟon that grievously failed 
them. 

What are we bishops doing now to 
ensure that those failures are not re-
peated? Today,USCCB President Cardi-
nal Daniel DiNardo announced on           
behalf of all the bishops that our             
conference will launch a thorough  
invesƟgaƟon of the allegaƟons against 
Archbishop McCarrick; that it will es-
tablish new ways in which people can 
report complaints against bishops; and 
that it will advocate for more effecƟve 
resoluƟon of such allegaƟons. 

The USCCB will invite the Holy See to 
invesƟgate the McCarrick case, in  
concert with a predominantly lay 
group of experts.  The bishops will also 
update our 2002 “Statement of E              
piscopal Commitment” by which the 
bishops pledged to follow a procedure 
for reporƟng allegaƟons of sexual 

abuse of minors by a bishop. 

This document needs revision to          
clarify how vicƟms can report abuse of 
minors or other misconduct by              
bishops, as well as develop third-party 
reporƟng systems, many of which are 
already being looked at today. Of 
course, bishops are not exempt from 
following standards of behavior. 

Our own Cardinal Joseph Bernardin 
provided a strong example, when he 
chose to step aside aŌer he was             
accused of abuse — a charge that was 
eventually retracted. 

The USCCB will also press for proce-
dures that will make is easier to               
resolve complaints against bishops in 
a Ɵmely, fair, and transparent manner. 

As Cardinal DiNardo explained, all this 
will be conducted with “proper               
independence, sufficient authority, 
and substanƟal leadership by laity.” 
This call for lay oversight of the                    
invesƟgaƟon, as much as the scandal 
itself, shows the need for systemic 
change in the way we order church 
life. The clericalist mindset,                           
responsible for so much of the scan-
dal, must be purged from church life. 

As Pope Francis has urged, we need to 
remember that it is our bapƟsm that 
unites us. We as a church must reflect 
more deeply on what we share in 
common, rather than what                          
disƟnguishes us. 

The abuses contained in the                        
Pennsylvania grand jury report are, as 
you know, appallingly familiar. And 
while it is true that the vast majority 
of abuses contained in that report  
occurred decades ago, that is of no 
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                                                         Cardinal's Letter—Cont'd 

comfort to vicƟms, nor should it be to 
any of us. We cannot say this enough: 
the abuses should never have                 
happened, and no one should have 
acted in ways that enabled them. 

This is why, following the 2002 wave 
of scandals, the USCCB adopted                  
policies designed to protect young 
people from abusers. We insƟtuted a 
zero-tolerance policy which holds that 
even one instance of child sexual 
abuse would bar someone from the 
priesthood forever. 

The Archdiocese of Chicago has                   
implemented these policies and even 
done more. 

1. We established an independent 
lay-majority review board to  
consider allegaƟons against    
clergy and make recommenda-
Ɵons to the bishops. 

2.  We refer all allegaƟons of abuse 
to civil authoriƟes. 

3.  We require diocesan employees 
and volunteers to undergo back-
ground checks. 

4. We mandate that all diocesan 
employees and volunteers under-
go safe-environment training to 
help them idenƟfy predatory  
behavior and understand                   
avenues of reporƟng. And we 
required that children be taught 
how to recognize, resist and              
report abuse. 

5. We undergo an annual audit to 
measure compliance with these 
policies, which every year has 
found the Archdiocese of Chicago 
compliant. 

Since 2002, hundreds of thousands of 
our people in dioceses across the  
United States have undergone safe-
environment training. In many ways 
we can say that the policies of the 
Charter for the ProtecƟon of Children 
and Young People, which established 

procedures for addressing allegaƟons 
of sexual abuse of minors by clergy, 
have been successful. 

According to the Pennsylvania grand 
jury report, for example, just two of 
the 300 priests named in the text were 
accused within the past decade, and 
both were reported to civil authori-
Ɵes. This excuses nothing, and we can 
never become complacent about our 
responsibility to protect children and 
adults from abuse and harassment, 
but it does say something about the 
effects of our post-2002 policies. 

Here in the Archdiocese of Chicago, 
we have been following procedures 
that were first established by Cardinal 
Bernardin in 1992, following revela-
Ɵons of clergy abuse that came to light 
during that period. In addiƟon to what 
the Charter calls for, we offer payment 
for counseling or other assistance to 
anyone who comes to us with allega-
Ɵons even before aƩempƟng to      
establish the credibility of the claim. 

AŌer any civil invesƟgaƟon has       
concluded, we conduct our own      
inquiry into allegaƟons against priests, 
and our majority-lay review board 
considers the case and makes a rec-
ommendaƟon to me about whether 
the accused should remain in ministry. 

One of the most important things             
Cardinal Bernardin did was to                      
establish a regular meeƟng of every-
one who might be called in to consider 
a case of sexual abuse, whether it               
involves a minor or an adult. So, to 
this day, representaƟves from across 
the relevant pastoral center offices 
regularly meet with me to advise me 
on cases that arise and ways to 
strengthen our commitments. 

Of course, no set of procedures is               
perfect. As the grand jury report              
illustrates, they are subject to the 

strengths and weaknesses of those 
entrusted to carry them out. Closed 
systems always tend toward self-
protecƟon; it is only when we create 
systems of accountability that we let 
in purifying light. 

That’s what our pracƟces are designed 
to do. They exist because we as a 
church have a grave responsibility to 
ensure the safety of our people. That 
is why I encourage anyone who has 
been vicƟmized to contact our Office 
of ProtecƟon of Children and Youth at 
800.994.6200 
or protect.archchicago.org. 

Anger, shock, grief, shame. There is 
one other word that we bishops must 
summon: resolve. We must resolve to 
face our failures and hold each other 
accountable. We must resolve to be 
clear-eyed about what we have done, 
what we have failed to do, and what 
remains to be done. We must resolve 
to live in the light of humility, of               
repentance, of honesty — the light of 
Christ. 

As your bishop, I pledge to conƟnue 
holding firm to that resolve. And I ask 
for you to pray for all vicƟms of abuse. 
I also invite you to review what I have 
wriƩen here and make suggesƟons for 
improving our safe-environment 
standards, ever heeding the Second 
VaƟcan Council’s “DogmaƟc ConsƟtu-
Ɵon on the Church,” which called on 
the laity, “by reason of the knowledge, 
competence or outstanding ability 
which they may enjoy … to express 
their opinion on those things which 
concern the good of the church.”

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  Growing Our Faith 

Everybody, I think, likes a liƩle mys-
tery in their lives. Because as nice as it 
is to know everything, there should 
always be one more thing to know, 
even if--or perhaps especially if--the 
“knowing” is beyond our understand-
ing. Which is probably what brought 
Einstein to this: “The most beauƟful 
thing we can experience is the myste-
rious. It is the source of all true art 
and science. He to whom this emoƟon 
is a stranger, who can no longer pause 
to wonder and stand rapt in awe,” he 
says, “is as good as dead: his eyes are 
closed.” I’m totally onboard with this, 
but it’s easy to get jad-
ed…to be unimpressed 
with the liƩle mysteries 
of life and to let them go 
therefore unnoƟced.    
  
The Apostle Paul knows 
of mystery, and in to-
day’s second reading he 
puts marriage in this context. When 
my aunt passed away recently, she 
had been married to my uncle for sev-
enty years. Doesn’t such a union quali-
fy as mysterious and awe-some? Paul 
doesn’t dice words. “This is a great 
mystery,” he says, aŌer giving us this 
set-up. “Husbands, love your wives…
He who loves his wife loves himself. 
For no one hates his own flesh but 
rather nourishes and cherishes it, 
even as Christ does the Church, be-
cause we are members of his body. 
For this reason a man shall leave his 
father and his mother and be joined 
to his wife, and the two shall become 
one flesh...” 
  
Yeah, that’s a mystery, OK. And not 
much can top Christ’s Bread of Life 
discourse that we’re been reading 
about when it comes to standing rapt 
in awe about something. Last week 

Jesus spelled it out for us: “Whoever 
eats my flesh and drinks my blood has 
eternal life, and I will raise him on the 
last day. For my flesh is true food, and 
my blood is true drink…” Today, he 
addresses the aŌermath. “Does this 
shock you?” he asks the murmuring 
disciples. “What if you were to see the 
Son of Man ascending to where he 
was before? It is the spirit that gives 
life, while the flesh is of no avail. The 
words I have spoken to you are Spirit 
and life. But there are some of you 
who do not believe…” Not enough 
wonder and awe, I guess. Or way, 

way, way too much. 
  
Per the Gospel text, many 
of Christ’s disciples re-
turned to their former 
ways of life and no longer 
accompanied him. They 
couldn’t swallow--literally-
-the Bread of Life. Would I 

have been one of them? I wonder 
about this someƟmes. I come down 
on the side of faith, but certainly not 
on the side of understanding. My wife 
has an interesƟng take in all of this. 
Going beyond the true-food-and-true-
drink element, she adds a substance-
and essence element to the conversa-
Ɵon. When we consume the Christ in 
Eucharist, we indeed consume his sub-
stance. This is the incomprehensible 
part. But in the doing, we also become 
one with Christ’s essence, which is 
more graspable for me, thus feeding 
my faith in the body-and-blood part. 
We’re not exactly one flesh, Gail and I, 
but her essence is part of me in a way 
I do not--cannot--understand. “He to 
whom this emoƟon is a stranger, who 
can no longer pause to wonder and 
stand rapt in awe, is as good as dead: 
his eyes are closed.” To mystery, then! 
With eyes wide open…
