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Second Homily 
 
Dear Parish Family of St. Thomas, 
 
Here we go again!  As you may remember, I preached two weeks ago about the priests'          
sexual abuse crisis in our Church.  And during that homily, I said—"It will get worse before it 
gets better."  Little did I know!! 
 

As you know by now, the Rev. Diego Berrio was removed as Pastor of Mision San Juan Diego in Arlington 
Heights on Tuesday by the Archdiocese of Chicago.  He was arrested on Labor Day in Miami Beach, Florida 
on allegations he was caught in a car engaging in sexual behavior with another priest.  He was jailed and 
charged with lewd and lascivious behavior.  Cardinal Blase J. Cupich, Archbishop of Chicago, has removed 
Fr. Berrio from ministry and withdrawn his faculties to minister in the Archdiocese of Chicago, effective                  
immediately.  Mision San Juan Diego is part of our Grouping for "Renew My Church."  I ask you to keep in 
your prayers of healing and hope the parishioners of Mision San Juan Diego.  I have promised them your 
prayers and faith-filled support.  
 
Again, our St. Thomas of Villanova Parish Family amazes me with your own thoughtfulness, love and                
support.  I would like to share several different letters and notes which I received: 
 
"Recently, you had the very difficult task of once again addressing the sinful side of our church in all of its  
brokenness.  Surely many of us who were listening were pulling for you to get through your words—for our 
sake and yours.  So it seems, all of our institutions have to be deconstructed before reconstructed into the 
healed Body of Christ here on Earth.  We don't know where this is headed, but I thank God for those of us as 
yourself who are willing to accompany those who needed healing and those of us who are in need of a              
healing presence—to help us hang in there with courage and hope.  I especially write to assure you of my 
prayer for you, and for all pastors who are able to respond today with love and compassion as leaders.  You 
are a precious gem—they seem rare today.  May you know God's loving embrace especially in those                 
pain-filled moments of ministry—" 
 
"Again, thank you for your moving homily on Sunday.  It sparked a great discussion with our kids at lunch that 
day and it gave us much needed hope.  Your homily is also making me pray more about my role in the 
Church.  Thank you again for you support and compassion." 
 
"These past few weeks have been so very difficult with all the negative, scandalous columns relating to each 
of us, PERSONALLY.  It is VERY difficult… and like the people we are, we look to pin the blame on everyone 
else but perhaps where it begins—each of us, personally!!! 
 
Even myself, I openly criticized the priests for not speaking OUT, explaining to us what has happened, what 
is happening and why aren't we given the transparency that people "seem" to be demanding in all walks of 
life.  Easier said than done. 
 
We all should stand for the three "F"s—Faith, Family and Friends—note, how that starts: FAITH—without 
Faith, we do NOT have Family and without both Faith AND Family, we do not have Friends.  The first has 
been and is being forgotten by so many of us.  Whatever HE has chosen to send us, whatever challenges, 
whatever crisis, we have to accept with prayer, understanding, patience and particularly COURAGE in             
ourselves to try to address our own insecurity and then to support those to whom we look for direction, chari-
ty, love and fortitude.  Those on our pulpits have to provide the strength to help us to withstand indecision, 
insecurity and sadness—because we are truly "SAD" that all of this is confronting us—we want to believe, we  
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want to love, we want to support each other, we NEED some of that to be addressed from our pulpits and 
those standing "above" us need OUR PRAYERS, OUR LOVE AND OUR SUPPORT.  They must have it from 
US, their "family" of which each and every one of us is a 'member.'  
 
PRAY for our priests OUR "FAMILY" SO THEY WILL OVERCOME all adversity and we will be the stronger 
for it.  Our Lady is always on duty, waiting to hear from us and She is anxious for our communications.  My 
very personal prayers are with you, Fr. Tom and all the priests—we MUST survive and we WILL survive." 
 
And here are a couple of reflective thoughts which have crossed my desk this past week: 
 

∼ "Before the Church or nations change, people must change.  If we want the Church to get better,               
we must get better.  If we want to change the world, we must first change our own life."

I have been asked by Cardinal Cupich to share with you the following statement: 
 

Statement of Cardinal Blase J. Cupich on Misleading NBC Chicago Report 
 

An NBC Chicago TV report that aired Monday night was edited in such a way that gave the false impression that 
Pope Francis and I consider the protecƟon of children to be less important than other issues, such as the                
environment or immigraƟon. Nothing could be further from the truth.  
 
A review of the unedited footage of that interview shows that I was referring to the recent leƩer by Archbishop 
Carlo Maria Viganò, not the terrible crime of clergy sexual abuse. I said that it was not appropriate, or even  
possible for Pope Francis to respond to the leƩer’s many undocumented allegaƟons, and I endorsed his request 
that journalists determine their veracity.  
 
I was then asked whether there should be an independent invesƟgaƟon of the Archbishop Theodore McCarrick 
case, and I endorsed the call of Cardinal Daniel DiNardo, president of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, 
for a thorough invesƟgaƟon.  
 
The edited report created the false impression that my comment that the pope should not “go down the rabbit 
hole” of the allegaƟons in the Viganò leƩer was about sexual abuse. As the unedited footage shows, it was not.  
 
As I wrote in my leƩer responding to the Pennsylvania Grand Jury report: “Whatever words we may use to de-
scribe the anguish of reading about these heinous acts, they can never capture the reality of suffering endured 
by vicƟms of sexual abuse, suffering compounded by the woeful responses of bishops who failed to protect the 
people they were ordained to serve. … We must resolve to face our failures and hold each other accountable. 
We must resolve to be clear-eyed about what we have done, what we have failed to do, and what remains to 
be done. We must resolve to live in the light of humility, of repentance, of honesty — the light of Christ. As your 
bishop, I pledge to conƟnue holding firm to that resolve. And I ask for you to pray for all vicƟms of abuse.”

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  From Our Seminarian 

Since my Ɵme in Omaha at Creighton             
University, I have been overcome with a 
lot of emoƟons over the current scandals 
that plague our Church. Crimes against 
children, violaƟon of the promise of                
celibacy and chasƟty, and the obliteraƟon 
of trust between bishops and the flocks 
they shepherd. While on silent retreat at 
Mundelein in August, I pondered on the 
passage of Jesus rising Lazarus from the 
dead. First Christ wept over the death of 
his friend, then he took acƟon to bring 
him back to life to show the restoraƟve 
power of God (cf. John 11). 
 
These events have nevertheless made me 
quesƟon the authenƟcity of my vocaƟon 
to the priesthood. I do not want to be a 
priest because of the “power” the priest 
may have over a community. I do not 
want to be a priest because I want to 
avoid the challenges and blessings that 
come with having a spouse and raising a 
family. Rather, I want to be a priest                 
because I believe Jesus of Nazareth is           
risen from the dead and sits at the right 
hand of the Father interceding for us. I 
want to be a priest because I encountered 
Jesus Christ at my First Communion in 
2003 and he asked me to be a priest. I 
want to be a priest because the Church, 
for the past two thousand years has             
carried out the teachings and message of 
Jesus to the best of her ability. I want to 
be a priest because my vision of                  

priesthood is not based on the few priests 
who were not faithful, but on the count-
less priests who were and are faithful that 
I have come to know, learn how to               
minister from, and who have shown me 
how to fall in love with Jesus and His             
people. I want to be a priest because        
despite whoever the Archbishop of                 
Chicago is, or who the Pope is, the Church 
of Jesus Christ existed before them and 
will exist aŌer their name falls silent from 
our EucharisƟc prayer. 
 
This is a very dark Ɵme for the Catholic 
Church in America and universally. But 
Jesus Christ is with us and is the light that 
will expel the darkness. First and fore-
most, he is fully present, body, blood, soul 
and divinity in the Holy Eucharist. He is 
present among us in the many faithful 
priests who minister to us every day, 
selflessly giving of themselves so the faith-
ful may be nourished and sustained by the 
Sacraments of our Church, which allow 
them to encounter Jesus. And Jesus is  
present in each person who gathers 
around the altar to celebrate our faith. 
Humans are not perfect. The Church is 
composed of human beings struggling to 
be more like Christ. And yes, members of 
the Church have sinned, have caused            
others to sin, and reparaƟon needs to be 
made. I am angry and shocked at the 
events that have come to light over the 
past few weeks. I am disgusted at how 

these events 
have                     
transpired, but  
I have hope. 
Hope that even 
the darkest 
hour cannot 
exƟnguish. 
Hope that 
Christ is present 
with us, in the 
same Spirit who encouraged the early 
Apostles to go out and spread the Good 
News which has brought the Church as we 
know it today into being.  
 
I ask all of you to pray for our Church, our 
Mother who has been a haven for count-
less souls over her two thousand year  
history. Pray for our Church leaders, that 
they may faithful guide the faithful closer 
to Jesus the Good Shepherd in truth,          
jusƟce, and mercy. And please pray for all 
seminarians across the country, as we 
move closer to our ordinaƟon dates, may 
we be strengthened by the Spirit to                 
remain faithful to the call we are                       
following, and minister with a heart like 
Christ. May we echo with Peter, the first 
pope, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You 
have the words of eternal life.”- John 6:68

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                                            An Ode to the Church 
Carlo CarreƩo was an Italian monk who died in 1988. For many years he lived as a hermit in the Sahara Desert, translated the scrip-
tures into the Tuareg language, and from the solitude of the desert wrote some  extraordinary spiritual books. His wriƟngs and his 
faith were special in that they had a rare capacity to combine an almost childlike piety with (when needed) a blistering iconoclasm. 
He loved the church  deeply, but he wasn’t blind to its faults and failures, and he wasn’t afraid to point out those shortcomings.   
 
Late in life, when his health forced him to leave the desert he reƟred to a religious community in his naƟve Italy. While there, late 
in life, he read a book by an atheist who took Jesus to task for a phrase in the Sermon on the Mount where he says: “Seek and you 
shall find”, meaning, of course, that if you seek God with an honest heart you will find God. The atheist had enƟtled his book,                   
I Sought and I Didn’t Find, arguing from his own experience that an honest heart can seek God and come up empty. 
 
CarreƩo wrote a book in reply called: I Sought and I Found. For him, Jesus’ counsel rang true. In his own search, despite encounter-
ing many things that could indicate the absence of God, he found God. But he admits the difficulƟes, and one of those difficulƟes is, 
at Ɵmes, the church. The church can, and someƟmes does, through its sin, make it difficult for some to believe in God. CarreƩo 
admits this with a disarming honesty but argues that it’s not the whole picture. Hence his book combines his deep love for his faith 
and his church with his refusal to not turn a blind eye to the very real faults of ChrisƟans and the churches. At one point in the book 
he gives voice to something which might be described as an Ode to the Church.  It reads this way: 
 

How much I must criticize you, my church and yet how much I love you! 
How you have made me suffer much and yet owe much to you. 
I should like to see you destroyed and yet I need your presence.  
You have given me much scandal and yet you alone have made me understand holiness. 
Never in this world have I seen anything more obscurantist, more compromised, more false, and yet  never in this 

world have I touched anything more pure, more generous, and more beautiful. 
Many times I have felt like slamming the door of my soul in your face – and yet how often I have prayed that I 

might die in your sure arms! 
No, I cannot be free of you, for I am one with you, even though not completely you. 
Then, too – where would I go? To build another church? 
But I cannot build another without the same defects, for they are my own defeats I bear within me.  
And again, if I build one, it will be my Church, and no longer Christ’s. 
No, I am old enough to know that I am no better than others. 
I shall not leave this Church, founded on so frail a rock, because I should be founding another one on an even       

frailer rock: myself. 
And then, what do rocks matter?  
What matters is Christ’ promise, what matters is the cement that binds the rocks into one: the Holy Spirit.                 

The Holy Spirit alone can build the Church with stones as ill‐hewn as we. 
 
This is an expression of a mature faith; one which isn’t so romanƟc and idealisƟc that it needs to be shielded from the darker side 
of things and one which is real enough so as not to be so cynical that it blinds itself to the evident goodness that also emanates 
from the church. In truth, the church is both horribly compromised and wonderfully grace-filled. Honest eyes can see both.               
A mature heart can  accept both.  Children and novices need to be shielded from the dark  underbelly of things; scandalized adults 
need to have their eyes opened to the evident goodness that’s also there. 
 
Many people have leŌ the church because it has scandalized them through its habitual sins, blind spots, defensiveness, self-serving 
nature, and arrogance. The recent revelaƟons (again) of sexual abuse by priests and the cover-up by church authoriƟes have leŌ 
many people wondering whether they can ever again trust the church’s structure, ministers, and authoriƟes. For many, this scandal 
seems too huge to digest. 
 
Carlo CarreƩo’s Ode, I believe, can help us all, whether scandalized or pious. To the pious, it can show how one can accept the 
church despite its sin and how denial of that sin is not what’s called for by love and loyalty. To the scandalized, it can be a              
challenge to not miss the forest for the trees, to not miss seeing that, in the church, frailty and sin, while real, tragic, and                     
scandalous, never eclipse the superabundant, life-giving grace of God.

Święta Monika, matka wielkiego świętego 
Augustyna z Hippony – Ojca i Doktora Kościoła 
– miała pełne ręce roboty ze swoim synem, 
który był zarówno wybitnym studentem, jak i 
młodocianym hulaką i ‘playboyem’, mając 
dziecko w wieku 19 lat. Monika, która była 
chrześcijanką poślubioną poganinowi, obser-
wowała postępowanie swojego syna i modliła 
się z wiarą o jego nawrócenie. Przez wiele lat 
prosiła, by Bóg otworzył wreszcie serce i umysł 
Augustyna –aby mógł on doświadczyć aut-
entycznego spotkania z Chrystusem, poprawił 
się i zaczął postępować zgodnie z wolą Bożą.
