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                    From Our Pastor 
 
Dear Friends, 
 
“Mom, can I have this?"  
“What are we having for dinner?” 
“When do we eat?”  
 
We all know this.  We all have heard these requests from the kids or we used to do this to our own 

parents. And so I ask myself if this is how God feels about our endless prayers for things that we need?  
 
Today’s Gospel from Luke invites us to reflect on how we communicate with God. “I tell you, He will see to it that     
jusƟce is done for them speedily.” Jesus invites us to freely and persistently tell God about our needs, oŌen our only 
form of prayer. But if this is what Jesus wants us to do, why does it seem that our prayers go unanswered? If only          
praying were like ordering a pizza. You tell God what you want, and He delivers it. 
 
Of course, it’s more complicated. You have to listen as well as talk, 
and that’s true of communicaƟng with God. Even a seeming non-
response is a response. It’s oŌen a way of saying, I heard you but   
I’m not doing what you asked for, and I have My reasons. Kind of  
like a mom turning down requests for chocolate candy in the          
grocery store. Today’s gospel suggests that a listening, loving God 
answers our peƟƟons but not necessarily in the way we seek. 
 
There will always be mysteries about answers to prayers. Why do 
children die of cancer? Why are there wars or droughts? Why do 
people suffer despite our bombarding heaven on their behalf?           
There may be no good answers in human terms, but we need to  
trust Jesus’ promise that if we ask God for help, He will respond in 
some way, if only to help us bear our suffering.  
 
My installaƟon as a new Pastor:  
 
This Saturday, I am being installed as your new Pastor of St. Thomas of Villanova Parish (if you read this on Sunday           
October 20th, it means that I am already your Pastor, installed last night by Bishop Alberto Rojas). This is a joyful                
celebraƟon for the community, so we invited all Parishioners to parƟcipate in the small recepƟon aŌer Mass. I want to 
take this opportunity to thank Bishop Rojas for officiaƟng the Mass and praying with us, all the priests that aƩended, 
the Parish staff, school staff, all of the Parishioners and especially those who helped put together this liturgy and the 
recepƟon. Thank you for your prayers, and my prayer is to be a good instrument in God’s hands so He may use me as 
your spiritual leader.
