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Reflection From Our Pastor

Dear Friends,

This Sunday is the Second Sunday of Advent and so we
light the second candle on our Advent wreath. It is often
called the ‘candle of love’. This candle is also called ‘The
Bethlehem Candle’. It reminds us of the Holy Family's
experience in Bethlehem. The color of the second Advent
candle is associated with royalty and reminds us that
Christ is the "King of Kings." We await the coming of a
new king from Bethlehem. We are closer and closer to
Christmas day. It is nice to see all the Christmas
decorations around. However, we Catholics are still
waiting for that day, we are still in the Advent season, a
season of being alert and prepared.

This weekend you can pick up ‘optatki’ (plural) or
‘optatek’ (singular) and take it home for Christmas Eve. If
you don’t know, ‘optatek’ is a white wafer. “The tradition
of the ‘optatki’ originated in Poland during Early Christian
times. This Christmas Custom began with a simple white
wafer, baked from flour and water. The wafers display
Christmas images, such as the Nativity. The ‘oplatki’ are
enjoyed by families, typically right before the Christmas
Eve meal. The entire family will gather around the table
with the ‘opfatek’. Generally, the eldest member of the
family will begin the ritual by breaking off a piece of the
wafer and passing it to another family member with a
blessing. This blessing can simply consist of what you
desire for your loved one in the upcoming year — whether
it be good health, success, or happiness. The purpose of
this act is primarily to express one’s unconditional love and
forgiveness for each member of his or her family.”

This year we have original ‘optatki’ which we ordered and
had shipped from Poland. You can find a little card inside
the envelope with a prayer in Polish: “Whenever we
gather around the manger and break ‘optatek’, then with
joy we bless each other, then our hearts are opening to

the understanding that the way to happiness is the way
through goodness and love.”

Please take that blessed ‘optatek’ with you and if you wish,
you can leave a donation.
